Classroom  rules
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Rule 1 General

When the teacher is presenting a lesson or tutorial all students need to pay attention and remain quiet, there are no dumb questions so student should feel free to ask questions or clarification on any procedure being presented.
Rule 2 Late Arrivals without excuse

Late arrivals will be subject to additional classroom work (i.e. tidying the room at the end of the lesson)

Rule 3 Mobile Phones, iPods, MP3 players

All mobile phones or music devices must be placed in the box on the main table.  
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All music devices are not permitted to be used in classrooms, 

Unless allowed by the teacher, (i.e. students working on task may be allowed to play music using headphones by request).
Student subsequently caught using mobile phones will have the phone confiscated and will be required to tidy the computer lab after class, (put away all equipment and re charge items.
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Some students may use their MP3 player to store files (like a temporary thumb drive). This is not encouraged but can be a genuine emergency back-up method. They can download their files but NOT use it as an MP3 player unless permission is granted
Rule 4 Games

The playing of games is not permitted at any time

Consequences

Three chances rule

1 
The person may be banned from using computers for a set period of time, if this is not possible the student will be given a hand written essay to complete in class or for homework.

2
If the student is caught a second time the student and the students sitting immediately left and right will all be given a hand written essay to complete in class or for homework.

3
If the student is caught a third time the student and all class students present will be given a hand written essay to complete in class or for homework.

Rule 5 Chairs

Chairs are to be used appropriately and students should always adhere to ergonomic considerations, students abusing this may be asked to use a plastic chair or may have a seating privileges removed.

Rule 6 Software Emails & Files
Students may not bring unsolicited programs, software or access proxy servers in this class. Students may not download inappropriate material or use class time to send e-mails.

Rule 7 Equipment Lap Tops, Cameras, Microphones, lights etc.
Students must sign out equipment and must ensure the items are replaced and re-charging where necessary 

Rule 8 Late submission of homework, tasks.
Students will lose 5% of the mark for missing due date and 2 marks per day thereafter until work is submitted.

Notes: Thumb Drives (USB Drives) 
It is recommended that students should have a 2gb thumb drive for all lessons, and make this available to save work and use during class.

Notes: Cameras, Lap Tops or Mobile Phones. 
In some instances students may be required to take photographs or video for class work, care should be taken with all equipment issued and in some instances the student mobile phone may be used only for this purpose, no responsibility is take for damage to personal items and all cameras or lap tops loaned for student work must be treated in a sensible and responsible manner.
