SLIDE SHOW: My Pospects 
Task 1:  Outcomes 2, 4, 7 and 9
Using a checklist, complete a design specification on Word and submit for approval before commencing work on design and production of the product.  Include this document with your final submission.

Time 

9 - 55 minute lessons

Brief

To produce a digital media slide show using Power Point that introduces and presents you as a student; or  Work Experience candidate or a potential employee.

The slide show will include information about your subjects, achievements both at school and outside school; a personal profile of your hobbies; sports and interests and a brief description of your personal/family history. It is NOT a job application as such, rather a personal profile.

The slide show should demonstrate the principles of good design.

The slide show is to be demonstrated to the teacher.

Requirements

· A slide show using Power Point, which includes 10 - 20 slides containing a brief family description, a short section of music and a spoken introduction in the screen cover page.

· The slide show must include: an introductory cover page, slide numbering, text, a hand drawn graphic  (artistic skills will not be judged), a photo and at least one other scanned image which may be on any of your interests.

· Rough, thumbnail sketches on paper (called a Story Board) *(See attached) which show the design plan for this presentation - do not include details of content here.

· A time plan showing how the Nine (9) periods of class time will be divided up and used.  This must be submitted in the first period.

· A HAND WRITTEN Journal showing how each period was used and containing any notes which may be helpful for doing the appraisal. Note that this must also be handed in on the due date.

· Present the slide show to someone (in class) you don’t know very well and get their comments. (an extra period is allowed for this)

· A word-processed document for the appraisal and marketing process of this activity.  It will be necessary to explain any particular design principles followed and what you would do differently next time.

· The check sheet attached.  It is expected that you will tick items as you complete them.

Work Conditions

Nine Periods of class time will be allocated to this task.  It is expected that the design sketches and collection of any other materials you wish to use in the slide show will be completed as homework.  Also, if you need to spend additional time learning the program or completing activities extra time outside of class hours must be used.

Help and Suggestions

· Note:  you may use scanned or other graphics that you already have in your portfolio.

· Prepare before coming to lessons so that your time on computers can be profitably used.

User

The product should be suitable to be displayed to an adult who is a prospective employer.

Consultation

Consult with teacher regarding progress on the product and for information on hardware and software resources.

Client/Customer Information

Your teacher will expect this design specification to be submitted for approval, a schedule of work and sketches of proposed screen design also need to be submitted before commencing work on the product.  An evaluation of the product is to be handed in with the finished product.

Packaging

The file containing the slide show must be small enough to fit on a 1.4Mb disk for portability to each employer.

Testing

Ongoing testing will be carried out during production and noted in a log.  Final testing will be done before presentation of the slide show to the teacher.

Authentication

The teacher will:

· Monitor the development of the slide show.

· Only assess the task if the work is clearly the student’s own work.

Students are responsible for verifying that the work is their own.
