ASSIGNMENT FROM ANOTHER AREA OF STUDY.

You should select a topic from another area of your study i.e. History Geography, Economics and gather information that may be useful to you in learning more about that subject, i.e. use the Library reference material, CD Rom Educational Series (World Book, Britannica’s, Oxford Interactive etc.) and the internet to improve your knowledge of that subject.

If you do not have a cross curricular activity then select a topic of interest that is not rude, crude or obscene and gather information about that, then put this information into a word processed document using tables, or onto a power point

You should then provide a document covering the research findings and your final report and include a bibliography of resources used.

This task requires you to produce an assignment using content from another subject area and meet the following Specified Outcomes:

Task

Produce an assignment from another subject using appropriate software resources (i.e. one which has been assigned by another teacher in another subject).

Assessment of this task will be based upon the required outcomes rather than on the subject content.

Task Description

The assignment should embody at least two (2) of the following aspects apart from word processed text:

· images

· tables

· data-manipulation (such as with a spreadsheet or a database) involving the use of mathematical formulae

· graphs (two or three-dimensional)

The student will show evidence of adherence to conventions applying to presentation of such assignments insofar as how to quote references used, the inclusion of a bibliography, the use of footnotes 
(if applicable) and the presentation of a table-of-contents page.

It is the responsibility of the student to adhere to the ethics and conventions of publication regarding the use of copyright material and other references.

2. Task
Cross-Curricular Assignment: Produce an assignment using content from another subject area.  Assessment will be based upon its construction and production in terms of use of appropriate information technology and the assignment’s adherence to aesthetics and conventions of presentation.
3. Task Description

The assignment is to be produced using appropriate software resources, and should embody at least two of the following aspects apart from word-processed text:

· images

· tables

· data-manipulation (such as with a spreadsheet or a database) involving the use of mathematical formulas

· Graphs (two or three-dimensional).

The student will show evidence of adherence to conventions applying to the presentation of such assignments insofar as how to quote references used, the inclusion of a bibliography, the use of footnotes (if applicable) and the presentation of a table-of-contents page.

4. Task Parameters

It is the responsibility of the student to adhere to the ethics and conventions of publication regarding the use of copyright material and other references, and the student should consult with appropriate experts such as the Librarian and teachers on such matters.
5. Authentication

The teacher will monitor the progress of the publication during its creation.  The assignment will only be assessed if the teacher can attest that the non-content area of the publication is the student’s own.
