Flame
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	1896
	Athens
	The first-place awards in 1896 were not gold medals, but silver medals and olive branches. 

	1900
	Paris
	This year, there were a whopping 86 events! New sports that were added included rowing, yachting, football and water polo. 1,225 competitors, including 19 women, from 26 different countries participated.

	1904
	St Louis
	The huge cost of travel to the U.S. decreased the number of athletes to almost half of what it was in 1900.

	1908
	London
	The 1908 Olympic Games were originally to be held in Rome, but after the 1906 eruption of the volcano on Mount Vesuvius, the money intended for the Olympics was needed to repair damages to the city.

	1912
	Stockholm
	Some important new technological skills were used in Stockholm: the photo-finish for track-and-field events and the electronic timer to back up the old-fashioned stopwatch.

	Cancelled due to WW1

	1920
	Antwerp
	A new Olympic flag flew above all sports arenas, the new official symbol of the Games. It bore five colored rings interlocked to symbolize the unity of the five participating continents. 

	1924
	Paris
	This was the largest Olympic Games yet, with over 3,000 athletes from 44 countries! For the first time since 1906, an "Olympic Village" to house the athletes had been built.

	1928
	Amsterdam
	American swimmer Johnny Weissmuller (who later went on to Hollywood fame as "Tarzan"!) and Finnish runner Paavo Nurmi (who racked up his tenth, eleventh and twelfth Olympic medals!) were the stars.

	1932
	Los Angeles
	Some new procedures were introduced in 1932. The three-tier (three-level) podium was first used for the medal presentation, and boxing events now had matches with referees inside the ring. Also, automatic timing was introduced for track events.

	1936
	Berlin
	A new practice was begun regarding the Olympic flame. It was ignited (set on fire) by the sun in Olympia, Greece, and then carried relay-style to the German stadium by a total of 3,075 torchbearers, each running a little more than half a mile of the trip!

	Cancelled due to WW2

	1944
	
	Cancelled due to WW2

	1948
	London
	The Games took place without teams from Germany and Japan, who were seen as the aggressors of the War.

Housing was still scarce, and food and clothing were rationed. So the athletes stayed in military barracks and colleges, and many teams had to bring their own food with them!

	1952
	Helsinki
	Helsinki, the capital of Finland, was (and still is) the smallest city ever to host the Games! Its small, intimate setting gave them a wonderful, positive atmosphere where athletes performed better than ever.

	1956
	Melbourne
	There was difficulty with the bringing of horses into the country without a six-month quarantine. This caused the riding events to be held later, in June, in Stockholm.

	1960
	Rome
	100,000 spectators watched from the Olympic Stadium, but millions more watched by television, as the Games were broadcast to European nations for the first time!

	1964
	Tokyo
	At last, the Olympic Games had come to Asia! The city went to great lengths to prepare for them, building several modern sports facilities, as well as improving the infrastructure of the city itself!

	1968
	Mexico City
	The Games of 1968 were full of political protests and demonstrations, but they were still a success, with many athletic breakthroughs. 

This was the first and last time that the Games were held at a high altitude.

	1972
	Munich
	A dramatic terrorist attack on the Israeli Olympic team in the Olympic Village, by Palestinian guerillas, brought about the deaths of eleven athletes, five terrorists and one police officer. But the Olympic Committee President refused to let the peaceful spirit of the Olympics be robbed by "a handful of terrorists."

	1976
	Montreal
	Politics were again a strong force in the 1976 Olympic games. Many nations boycotted (protested by refusing to participate), which made the number of athletes-- 6,028-- fewer than what it had been in Munich by more than 1,000. 

Also, severe financial troubles and a long, harsh winter in Montreal had left some of the facilities unfinished by the time the Games began

	1980
	Moscow
	The 1980 Olympics were the first to take place in a country with a communist government. However, the Soviet Union's invasion of Afghanistan in 1979 caused many nations to boycott the Games it was hosting.

	1984
	Los Angeles
	Despite a boycott by the Soviet Union and many of its allies, which lessened the athletic competition, the 1984 Games, held in Los Angeles for the second time, were a success. The star of the Games was American track-and-field athlete Carl Lewis.

	1988
	Seoul
	The positive aspects of the Games were a bit overshadowed by a scandal involving Canadian runner Ben Johnson. Johnson, who had won the men's 100-meter gold medal and set a new world record was found to have tested positive for the use of drugs to improve his performance. He was stripped of his world record and his medals, and banned permanently from Canada's team.

	1992
	Barcelona
	A warm feeling of harmony and cooperation marked the Barcelona Games. A number of teams were welcomed back after a period of absence. It was the first appearance of a "pan-German" team (that is, a team including all parts of Germany) since 1964, and of a South African team since 1960. East Germany and West Germany now competed together. Even the former Soviet Union, which had gone through great changes, sent a "Unified Team" (EUN).

	1996
	Atlanta
	The 1996 Summer Olympics, officially known as the Games of the XXVI Olympiad and unofficially referred to as the Centennial Olympic Games, A record 197 nations, all current IOC member nations, took part in the Games, fielding a total of 10,318 athletes. The International Olympic Committee (IOC) had voted in 1986 to separate the Summer and Winter Olympics (which had been held in the same year, every four years, since 1924) and to place them in alternating even-numbered years, beginning with the Winter Olympics in 1994.

	2000
	Sydney
	Sydney was selected as the host city for the 2000 Games in 1993. Teams from 199 countries participated. The United States won the most medals with 93, while Australia came in 4th with 58. The Games cost was estimated to be 6.6 billion. The Games received universal acclaim, with the organisation, volunteers, sportsmanship and Australian public being lauded in the international media.

	2004
	Athens
	Summer Olympic Games, officially known as the Games of the XXVIII Olympiad and commonly known as Athens 2004, was a premier international multi-sport event held in Athens, Greece, from 13 to 29 August 2004 with the motto Welcome Home

	2008
	Beijing
	A total of 10,942 athletes from 204 National Olympic Committees (NOCs) competed in 28 sports and 302 events (one event more than those scheduled for the 2004 Games).Summer Olympics  This was the first time that China had hosted the , but the third time that the Games had been held in East Asia

	2012
	London
	The Games received widespread acclaim for their organisation, with the volunteers, the British military and public enthusiasm praised particularly highly.[14]

	Brazil
	These were the first Olympic Games ever to be held in South America. More than 11,000 athletes from 205 National Olympic Committees, including first time entrants Kosovo, South Sudan, and the Refugee Olympic Team, took part.[1]
