Computers, Data, Information, and Processing

A computer is an electronic machine, operating under the control of instructions stored in its own memory, that can accept data (input), manipulate the data according to specified rules (process), produce results (output), and store the results for future use. Data is a collection of unorganized facts, which can include words, numbers, pictures, and sounds. Information is data that is organized, has meaning, and is useful, such as a report, graphic, newsletter, invoice, check, video, or photograph. Processing is the activity of organizing data into information. Computers perform four basic operations: input, process, output, and storage. Computer professionals often refer to these four operations as the information processing cycle because a computer performs these actions repeatedly while the computer is running.

Digital Media, Digital Students, and the ARCS Motivational Model

Digital media is defined as those technologies that allow users to create new forms of interaction, expression, communication, and entertainment in a digital format. Digital students are (1) hypercommunicators who use multiple tools to communicate, (2) multitaskers who do several things at once with ease, and (3) goal oriented as they pursue multiple goals at the same time. The ARCS Motivational Model was developed in 1983 by John Keller and is applicable to learning in the digital age. Keller stressed that even the best designed instructional strategy will fail if students are not motivated to learn.
