It is the fact that a LAN is only within a single physical location, e.g. head quarters of a bank, but a WAN connects networks that are in different physical locations - e.g. the bank branches and head quarters. (1 mark for distinction and 1 mark for valid example for both LAN and WAN)

5. An uncle of yours claims that the use of email is pointless - he would rather use the phone or letter. Outline in your own words what you could say to try to persuade him that there are real benefits to him to using email as a means of communication. (3 marks)

E.g. - the delivery is faster (usually) than post You can send copies of documents (attachments) It is available at all times e.g. bank holidays It is a cheap means to communicate You can send the same message to lots of people at the same time You can use the facility anywhere in the world (almost) (any 3 valid points)
