Sometimes, however, the browser needs an additional program called a plug-in, which extends the capability of the browser. Web pages may include the following multimedia elements: graphics, animation, audio, video, and virtual reality (VR).

Other Internet Services

Although the Web is the most talked about service on the Internet, many other Internet services are available. These services include e-mail, FTP, newsgroups, message boards, blogs, mailing lists, chat rooms, instant messaging, and Internet telephony. E-mail (electronic mail) is the transmission of messages and files via a computer network. File Transfer Protocol (FTP) is an Internet standard that allows you to exchange files with other computers on the Internet. A newsgroup is an online area in which users conduct written discussions about a particular subject. A chat is a real-time typed conversation that takes place on a computer. Instant messaging (IM) is a real-time Internet communications service that notifies you when one or more people are online, and then allows you to exchange messages. Internet telephony enables users to speak to other users over the Internet using their desktop computer, mobile computer, or mobile device.
