Research methodology = Six hats method

Break the topic into segments and answer each segment to compete your basis for an essay or report.

White hat

List the facts as you know them – use bullet points if you wish - look up relevant information – find internet information that supports or argues against what is being investigated. And make sure you reference any source (copy the URL from the internet)

or

List any and author, book or journal with page no. Use footnotes
 

Always include a bibliography if you use any other resources.

Blue Hat

What is needed for this to happen – people – resources, hardware.

Put your own points of view – i.e. "if we did not have electricity then the light bulb would not have been invented."

Yellow hat 

What are the advantages to support your argument, what are the benefits if any.

Black Hat

What are the disadvantages if any.

Green Hat

What does all this mean for future considerations or implications – support your findings. 

Red Hat

Possibly the most important for outcome assessment – your feelings, what do you think, what arguments for or against do you support? AND WHY!
