Calculate a Tip

If you need to leave a 15% tip, here is the easy way to do it. Work out 10% (divide the number by 10) – then add that number to half its value and you have your answer:

15% of $25 = (10% of 25) + ((10% of 25) / 2)
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$2.50 + $1.25 = $3.75

Sample    Restaurant bill $154.00 

Tip 15% is $15.40 (10%) plus half of $15.40 = $7.70

Add $15.40 and $7.70 = $23.10

If Tip is 10% it is $15.40 or 1% is $1.54

Multiply 1% of bill ($1.54) by percentage required

18% = $1.54 x 18 = $27.72

20% = $1.54 x 20 = $30.80
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
