Using Words Correctly:      Good  and  Well
Use  good  as an adjective.               Use  well  as an  adverb.
An adjective, you will remember, describes a noun – as in  She is a good cook.

An adverb  describes how something is done, or describes somebody’s health.

Example:    He did his job well,.      He is not feeling well today.
