UNIT: Multimedia
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TASK 4: Road Safety Power Point , Hyperstudio or Claymation, with Flash (100 marks)
What you need to do:
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Using PowerPoint or (Hyperstudio 5 or  Claymation) create a road safety program you will also use R.A.V.E or FLASH to create an animated movie to complement your program and if you want extra marks create a car sticker.

HYPERSTUDIO / POWER POINT or CLAYMATION TASK – ROAD SAFETY

You are going to create a presentation that will teach very young students about road safety. 

We will “borrow” a Year 7 class from school to evaluate your presentation. 

Therefore, you MUST consider your audience’s needs and abilities very carefully.

You are going to work in a partnership of two or three people. NO MORE than 3. 

They will be partners who will share the work, each person creating different elements of the final product. Find a partner (s) whose skills supplement and/or compliment your own, rather than duplicate your own. That is, widen your range of available skills!

1 Power Point  (Used for this unit)

2 Hyperstudio worksheet

3 Claymation (Plastecine)

Students working at a higher level will obviously create more  

topic “Powerpoint cards”, use a greater range of resources, provide evidence of greater skill and creativity in their work. Skilled and effective partnerships will create solutions for at least 5-6 topics:

· What the colours on traffic lights mean

· Look left, right, left before crossing the road

· Do not play on the road

· Hold the hand of an adult to cross the road

· Walk straight across the road, not on an angle

· What a cross-walk sign and road stripes looks like 

· What a traffic lights flashing cross-walk sign looks like

· What a stop sign looks like

· What car indicators (to go left and right) look like

· Wearing seat belts
· Behaving sensibly in a car or bus

· Wearing bike helmets
· Any other road-safety rules or behaviours you think are important?

Other design requirements:

· Navigation/concept map created in Inspiration or Brainstorm (shows “webbed” navigation)

· provide a planning storyboard sketch for each page.

· a main menu that uses very simple metaphors to help students choose topics

· very simple navigation metaphors on each screen (including return to main menu)

· title screen 

· help screen for teachers or parents to know how to use the presentation

· bibliography; credit/acknowledge your sources of information, software & hardware

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Hyperstudio You will include: 

· Blabbermouth to speak information, 

· Ghostwriter to write simple single words (eg: stop, go, left, right, wait) 

· Hide-Show action scripting using HyperLogo to create roll-overs

· hot-spots (click-on areas) to act as buttons, 

· buttons to create actions

· vector animations inserted as movies (use Corel RAVE)

· Stop-motion animations inserted as movies (use Quickcam)

· Web-cam movies (use QuickCam)

· Hyperstudio pathway animations (you drag-click to create the path)

· Text objects

· Graphics objects created in Corel PhotoPaint or Corel Draw

· Audio voiceover tracks created in Audacity

· Multimedia files exported and compressed using QuickTime
