Scanning 

This activity needs to be recorded in Word and included in your portfolio.  Keep all files on your Portfolio folder on G drive. 

Scanning Activity

For this activity you will need a line-art drawing and a colour photograph/colour graphic.

Line Art Part A

Scan using the following settings:

1. Colour - Line Art.

2. Resolution - 150dpi.

3. Leave other settings as the default value.

4. Record the Image size as specified by the scanning program.

5. Save the image as a Windows *.bmp file.

6. Record the name of the file.

7. Make sure the file is on your folio on G drive and write down the file size.  Is it the same as the image size as specified by the scanner?

Line Art Part B
Re-scan the Line Art image using the same settings as above.

1. Record the image size.

2. Save the image as a *.gif file.

3. Record the name of the file and make sure the file is on your folio on G drive.

4. Write down the file size of the *.gif.  Is it the same size as your image size?

Experiment with one or two more scans.  These scan results need to be recorded in your Word document but the actual files need not be saved.

1. Change the resolution to 75dpi for one scan and save to an appropriate file format.  Record the image size and the file size.  Record the image size and the file size.  Record the filename.

2. Change the colour settings to 256 Colours and record the image size.

Colour graphic Part A
1. Scan the colour graphic using the set default values.

2. Record the image size.

3. Save as a Windows *.bmp file.  Record the filename and the file size.

Colour graphic Part B
1. Scan the colour graphic suing the set default values.

2. Record the image size.

3. Save as a .gif file.  Record the filename and file size.

Again experiment with one or two more scans varying the resolutions and the colour settings.

1. Record all settings set, image sizes and file sizes.

Explain why it is important to resize the scan area before completing the final scan.

Digital Camera Activity

Taking the Photographs using the Digital camera.

Remember do not erase your images from the camera until you have saved the images to your drive otherwise you will need to take the photographs again.

You are required to take two photographs with the following resolutions:

1. An outdoor photo using low resolution

2. An outdoor photo using medium resolution

3. An outdoor photo using high resolution

4. An indoor photo using medium resolution

5. An indoor photo using high resolution

Saving the images
1. Download these photos to your IMAGES & GRAPHICS folder
2. Save each image twice - with a *.bmp and a *.jpeg extension.

3. Make sure you have given each file a suitable name. 

4. For each saved image write down the image’s filename, file type, file size, image depth, dimensions in pixels, width and height (in cm) and the date the photo was taken.
