ADJECTIVES & NOUNS

An Adjective is a word that adds to the meaning of a Noun.  

Say this over and over and over again so that you cannot forget it.

Adjectives are words that describe or modify other words, making your writing and speaking much more specific, and a whole lot more interesting. Words like small, blue, and sharp are descriptive, and they are all examples of adjectives. 

Sometimes a noun by itself does not give enough information.  Suppose you wanted to buy a pair of shoes, and said to the shop assistant, “I should like to buy a pair of shoes like those in the shop window.”  The assistant might say, “But there are over twenty pairs of shoes in the window.  Which ones would you like to buy?”  “I would like to buy the brown ones.”  “There are lots of brown shoes in the window.”  “I would like lace-up shoes.”  “What size would you like?”  “I would like size 10.”  The assistant goes to the window and selects a pair of size 10 lace-up brown shoes and brings them back to you.  “Are these the right shoes?”  “No!  No!”  you say, “Those shoes have plastic tops.  I want shoes with leather tops, but the soles can be plastic.”  “I think I know the shoes you want.  I will get them for you.”  The assistant comes back with another pair of shoes.  “Yes,” you say.  “Those are the shoes I want.  I will try them on to make sure they fit.”


As you can see, the assistant needs to know much more than that you want to buy a pair of shoes.  Much more information is needed.  But if you had said at first, “I would like to buy a pair of size 10 brown lace-up shoes with leather tops and plastic soles,” then the assistant could have brought them to you at once.

That extra information is given through the use of Adjectives.  As you can see, adjectives add to the meaning and understanding of nouns.  But they do more than that; they narrow the choice, or application, of the noun.

Noun any member of a class of words that can function as the main or only elements of subjects of verbs (A dog just barked), or of objects of verbs or prepositions (to send money from home), and that in English can take plural forms and possessive endings (Three of his buddies want to borrow John's laptop). Nouns are often described as referring to persons, places, things, states, or qualities, and the word noun is itself often used as an attributive modifier, as in noun compound; noun group. 

See also noun adjunct, noun clause, noun phrase. 

Synonyms: substantive, name.

affect and effect: affect means `make a difference to', whereas effect means `a result' or `bring about (a result)'.

ambiguous with ambivalent: ambiguous primarily means `having more than one meaning, open to different interpretations', while ambivalent means `having mixed feelings'.

amoral with immoral: amoral means `not concerned with morality', while immoral means `not conforming to accepted standards of morality'.

appraise with apprise: appraise means `assess', while apprise means `inform'.

augur, `be a sign of (a likely outcome)', with auger (a tool used for boring).

censure with censor: censure means `express strong disapproval of', whereas censor means `suppress unacceptable parts of (a book, film, etc.)'.

climactic, `forming a climax', with climatic, which means `relating to climate'.

complacent, `smug and self-satisfied', with complaisant, which means `willing to please'.

complement, `a thing that enhances something by contributing extra features', with compliment, which means `an expression of praise' or `politely congratulate'.

continuous and continual: continuous primarily means `without interruption', and can refer to space as well as time, as in the cliffs form a continuous line along the coast; continual, on the other hand, typically means `happening frequently, with intervals between', as in the bus service has been disrupted by continual breakdowns.

council, an administrative or advisory body, with counsel, advice or guidance.

councillor with counsellor: a councillor is a member of a council, whereas a counsellor is someone who gives guidance on personal or psychological problems.

credible with creditable: credible means `believable, convincing', whereas creditable means `deserving acknowledgement and praise'.

definite (`certain, sure') with definitive, which means `decisive and with authority'.

defuse, `remove the fuse from (an explosive device)' or `reduce the danger or tension in (a difficult situation)', with diffuse, which means `spread over a wide area'.

desert (a waterless area) with dessert (the sweet course)!
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discreet, `careful not to attract attention or give offence', with discrete, which means `separate, distinct'.

draft and draught. In British English draft means `a preliminary version' or `an order to pay a sum', whereas a draught is a current of air or an act of drinking; in North American English the spelling draft is used for all senses. The verb is usually spelled draft.

draw, which is primarily a verb, with drawer meaning `sliding storage compartment'.

egoism and egotism: it is egotism, not egoism, that means `excessive conceit or self-absorption'; egoism is a less common and more technical word, for an ethical theory that treats self-interest as the foundation of morality.

envelop with envelope: envelop without an e at the end means `wrap up, cover, or surround completely', whereas an envelope with an e is a paper container used to enclose a letter or document.

exceptionable (`open to objection; causing disapproval or offence') with exceptional (`not typical' or `unusually good').

fawn with faun: a fawn is a young deer, and a light brown colour; a faun is a Roman deity that is part man, part goat.

flaunt with flout; flaunt means `display ostentatiously', while flout means `openly disregard (a rule)'.

flounder with founder: flounder generally means `have trouble doing or understanding something, be confused', while founder means `fail or come to nothing'.

forego and forgo: forego means `precede', but is also a less common spelling for forgo, `go without`.

grisly with grizzly, as in grizzly bear: grisly means `causing horror or revulsion', whereas grizzly is from the same root as grizzled and refers to the bear's white-tipped fur.

hoard with horde: a hoard is a store of something valuable; horde is a disparaging term for a large group of people.

imply and infer. Imply is used with a speaker as its subject, as in he implied that the General was a traitor, and indicates that the speaker is suggesting something though not making an explicit statement. Infer is used in sentences such as we inferred from his words that the General was a traitor, and indicates that something in the speaker's words enabled the listeners to deduce that the man was a traitor.

the possessive its (as in turn the camera on its side) with the contraction it's (short for either it is or it has, as in it's my fault; it's been a hot day).

loath (`reluctant; unwilling') with loathe, `dislike greatly'.

loose with lose: as a verb loose means `unfasten or set free', while lose means `cease to have' or `become unable to find'.

luxuriant, `rich and profuse in growth', with luxurious, which means `characterized by luxury; very comfortable and extravagant'.

marital, `of marriage', with martial, `of war'!

militate, which is used in the form militate against to mean `be an important factor in preventing', with mitigate, which means `make (something bad) less severe'.

naturism (nudism) and naturist (a nudist) with naturalism and naturalist: naturalism is an artistic or literary approach or style; a naturalist is an expert in natural history, or an exponent of naturalism.

officious, `asserting authority or interfering in an annoyingly domineering way', with official, which means `relating to an authority or public body' and `having the approval or authorization of such a body'.

ordinance, `an authoritative order', with ordnance, which means `guns' or `munitions'.

palate and palette: the palate is the roof of the mouth; a palette, on the other hand, is an artist's board for mixing colours.
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pedal and peddle. Pedal is a noun denoting a foot-operated lever; as a verb it means `move by means of pedals'. Peddle is a verb meaning `sell (goods)'. The associated noun from pedal is pedaller (US pedaler), and the noun from peddle is pedlar or peddler. 

perquisite and prerequisite: a perquisite is a special right or privilege enjoyed as a result of one's position; prerequisite is something that is required as a prior condition for something else; prerequisite can also be an adjective, meaning `required as a prior condition'. 

perspicuous, `expressing things clearly', with perspicacious, which means `having a ready understanding of things'. 

principal, `first in order of importance; main', with principle, which is a noun meaning chiefly `a basis of a system of thought or belief'. 

proscribe with prescribe: proscribe is a rather formal word meaning `condemn or forbid', whereas prescribe means either `issue a medical prescription' or `recommend with authority'. 

regretful, `feeling or showing regret', with regrettable, which means `giving rise to regret; undesirable'. 

shear, `cut the wool off (a sheep)', with sheer, which as a verb means `swerve or change course quickly' or `avoid an unpleasant topic', and as an adjective means `nothing but; absolute', `perpendicular', or `(of a fabric) very thin'.

stationary and stationery: stationary is an adjective with the sense `not moving or changing', whereas stationery is a noun meaning `paper and other writing materials'. 

story and storey: a story is a tale or account, while a storey is a floor of a building. In North America the spelling story is sometimes used for storey. 

titillate and titivate: titillate means `excite', whereas titivate means `adorn or smarten up'. 

tortuous, `full of twists and turns' or `excessively lengthy and complex', with torturous, which means `characterized by pain or suffering'. 

turbid and turgid: turbid is generally used in reference to a liquid and means `cloudy or opaque'; turgid tends to mean `tediously pompous' or, in reference to a river, `swollen, overflowing'. 

unexceptionable, `that cannot be taken exception to, inoffensive', with unexceptional, `not exceptional; ordinary'. 

unsociable with unsocial and antisocial: unsociable means `not enjoying the company of or engaging in activities with others'; unsocial usually means `socially inconvenient' and typically refers to the hours of work of a job; antisocial means `contrary to accepted social customs and therefore annoying'. 

venal (`susceptible to bribery; corruptible') with venial, which is used in Christian theology in reference to sin (a venial sin, unlike a mortal sin, is not regarded as depriving the soul of divine grace). 

who's with whose; who's is a contraction of who is or who has, while whose is used in questions such as whose is this? and whose turn is it? 

wreath and wreathe: wreath with no e at the end means `arrangement of flowers', while wreathe with an e is a verb meaning `envelop, surround, or encircle'. 

your with you're; you're is a contraction of you are, while your is a possessive determiner used in phrases such as your turn.

Climate temperature belts or zones

The above-named parallels of latitude divide the earth into five belts or zones corresponding to different kinds of climate.

The North Frigid Zone from the Arctic Circle to the North Pole.

The North Temperate Zone between the Tropic of Cancer and the Arctic Circle.

The Torrid Zone on both sides of the equator between the Tropic of Cancer and the Tropic of Capricorn.

The South Temperate Zone between the Tropic of Capricorn and the Antarctic Circle.

The South Frigid Zone between the Antarctic Circle and the South Pole.

The Frigid Zones have the coldest climate.

The Torrid Zone has the hottest climate.

The Temperate Zones are neither too hot nor too cold.

Time: Parallels of Longitude determine Time. The time of a place depends on its Longitude east or west of Greenwich. As the earth rotates from west to east, places to the east of Greenwich will come directly under the sun before those places to the west of Greenwich. Now the earth rotates through 360° in twenty-four hours,  or  15° in  1  hour,  or  1° in four minutes.  Calcutta is approximately 90° East of Greenwich so that Calcutta will be 90° x 4

60' — hours in advance of the time in London.

That is to say when it is noon in London it will be 6 p.m. in Calcutta.

Standard Time: As local time is found to vary constantly as one travels some distance from one place to another, there is usually an arrangement by which all places in a certain region or " belt" agree to use the same time. This is called Standard Time.

International Date Line: Meridian 180°E and Meridian 180°W are one and the same line, situated in the Pacific Ocean, near Fiji, Samoa, and Gilbert Islands. In reckoning Time from Greenwich to this meridian, it is found that there is a difference of one day between Greenwich to 180°E and Greenwich to 180°W. In order to avoid confusion the International Date Line was agreed upon. 

Travelers crossing the meridian of 180° from the east add a day, while those from the west subtract a day, from the calendar.

Climate: The Climate of a place is its average weather conditions calculated over a long period of time. Climate chiefly depends upon (a) Temperature, (b) Rainfall.

A. Natural Region is a part of the earth's surface having certain definite characteristics of climate and of plant and animal life.

Temperature is the degree of heat or cold in the atmosphere as measured by the 

Thermometer. 

The Temperature of a place is determined by (a) Latitude, (b) Altitude, or height above sea-level, (c) Distance from the sea, (d) Direction of the prevailing winds, (e) The presence of a cold or warm current, (f) Slope of the land.

Wind: Wind is air in motion. The chief cause of winds is the difference in the pressure of the air. Heated air near the earth's surface, being light, rises into the higher regions while cold air from the surrounding regions move into this low pressure area to equalise the pressure of the atmosphere. This movement of the air is known as Wind.

Winds blow from areas of high pressure to areas of low pressure.

Winds are named by the direction from which they blow, but the deflection of the winds is due to the Rotation of the Earth. Winds are deflected to the right in the Northern 

Hemisphere, and to the left in the Southern Hemisphere.

Winds are divided into three main groups:

Regular—e.g. Trade Winds, Westerlies.

Periodical—blowing at certain seasons—e.g. Monsoons.

Variables—e.g. Cyclones and other local winds.

Trade Winds: The steady currents of air blowing towards the equator from the North-East and the South-East are known as the Trade Winds. They are so called because they were of great use to sailing ships, which did the carrying trade of the world before the invention of steamships.

Monsoons are seasonal winds which blow chiefly over India Indo-China, China and North-west Australia. In summer, due chiefly to the high temperature over the land masses, the pressure is low, and thus the winds blow from the sea to the land bringing a great deal of rain. In winter the reverse is the case. A monsoon climate, therefore, enjoys summer rains and winter drought.

The Westerlies are regular winds which blow outside of the tropics in the Temperate Zones. The South Westerly winds blow in the Northern Hemisphere and the North-Westerley winds in the some geographical facts

Southern Hemisphere. South of Latitude 40° the absence of land masses enables these winds to gather great force and thus they are then known as Roaring Forties.

LOCAL  WINDS

Chinook are hot, dry winds on the east or leeward side of the' Rocky Mountains (Rain Shadow area). As these winds descend from the mountains they are pressed down and become heated. Similar winds on the north of the Alps are called Fohn.

The Sirocco is a hot, moist wind which blows from the Sahara desert across to Italy.

The Solano is a similar wind blowing from the Sahara to the Iberian Peninsula.

A hot dry wind blowing from the interior of Guinea is known as the Harmattan.

The Mistral is a very cold wind which blows down from the plateau of Central France.

The Bora is a cold, dry wind blowing outwards from Hungary to the North of Italy.

Punas are cold dry winds blowing down on the western side of the Andes.

Cyclones are irregular local winds which swirl round and round a low pressure area. They are chiefly found in latitudes 35° to 60*.

Anticyclones are similar winds swirling round a high pressure centre.

Hurricane : A Hurricane is a severe tropical storm which revolves around a centre of low pressure. It travels at a terrific speed, usually between 100 and 150 miles per hour In approaching the centre it moves in an anti-clockwise direction, and in departing it moves away in the opposite direction. In the middle of a hurricane there is usually a lull or calm. The lull occurs when the hurricane has spent about half its force. Then the winds begin to blow in the opposite direction, and the hurricane rages as violently as before for the other half of its life.

A hurricane does considerable damage to life and property. There are many islands in the West Indies which he in the path of

Hurricanes. Fortunately certain warning signs give notice of its approach. There is a rise in the barometer, a fall in the thermometer, and a disappearance of land and sea breezes.

Blizzard is a blinding storm of snow and wind common in the polar regions.

Typhoons is the name given to Cyclones which occur over the China Seas.

Tornadoes are violent cyclonic storms which occur in some parts of the United States and cause great destruction.

Curriculum Terms Explained
A 

Active Literacy: The integration of critical language skills: listening, speaking, reading and writing into the daily curriculum in every class. 

Alignment: Agreement or coherence between the essential questions, content, skills, assessments, and the standards adopted by the district. Maps allow us to see three types of alignment: internal alignment, external alignment to standards, and cumulative alignment K-12.

Assessment Type: The various kinds of assessments such as quiz, test, performance assessment, essay, etc. that allow students to demonstrate their learning.

Assessments: Demonstrations of learning aligned to the benchmarks and standards that allow students to show you what they know. They are products and performances used as evidence of skill development and content understanding.

Ability grouping:  Assigning students with similar skills to learning groups. 

Absence Any part of a school day when a student is not ischool. 

Academic Achievement 
 What a student has learned from classroom instruction. 

Academic Advisor 
 The member of the teaching staff assigned to provide school advice and guidance to students. 

Accountability 
 The expectation that schools and/or educators should be held responsible for improving student achievement and should be rewarded or sanctioned for their success or lack of success in doing so. 

Accration 
 Official recognition that a person or an organization meets specific requirements to be able to deliver instruction. 

Accuracy 
 The ability to correctly read, write, and solve problems. 

Achievement Gap 
 A consistent difference in academic test scores between groups of students. The gaps most frequently referred to are those between white students and minority groups such as African-American and Hispanic students. 

Achievement Tests 
 Tests used to measure how much a student has learned in various school subjects. 

Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) 
 The minimum level of improvement established by the federal government, that public schools must achieve each year. 

Administrator 
 A school district employee, such as principal, director, or superintendent, who is responsible for directing and managing a school or program. 

Advanced Placement (AP Program) 
A series of high-level courses that high school students can take to earn college crs. 

Advisory Group 
 A small group of students who meet regularly with a school staff member to discuss school work and requirements. 

Advocate 
(noun) Someone who acts on behalf of another person. 

Advocate (To) 
 (verb) To support or speak in favor of an idea, issue, or person(s). 

Affective 
A term which refers to emotions and attitudes. 

After-school Program 
Programs run by schools and/or organizations that provide recreational and learning activities for students after the end of the regular school day or on the weekends. 

Alignment 
 How well the skills and knowledge taught in schools match the requirements of state and/or federal learning standards. 

Alternative Assessment 
 Any form of measuring what students know and are able to do other than traditional tests. Examples are: oral reports, projects, performances, experiments, portfolios (collections of student’s work), and class participation. 

Alternative School 
 A public school designed by a school district to serve students whose needs are not being met in the traditional public school environment. 

American College Test (ACT) 
 The ACT is one of the two commonly used tests designed to assess high school students' general educational development and their ability to complete college-level work. 

Appeal 
 A request for a person or entity with greater authority to review and change an earlier decision. 

Apprenticeship 
 A combination of on-the-job training (OJT) and related classroom instruction under the supervision of a trade professional. 

Aptitude Tests 
 Tests that attempt to predict a person's ability to do something. 

Articulation Agreement 
 An agreement between a high school or skill center and a community or technical college that allows the high school or skill center to offer college cr for a secondary career and technical education (CTE) course. 

Assessment 
 Teacher-made tests, standardized tests, or tests from textbook companies that are used to measure a student's skills or knowledge. 

Associate Degree 
 An award showing that a student has completed a two-year course of study in a community college. 

Average 
 Usual, expected, or ordinary performance. 

Average Daily Attendance (ADA) 
 The total number of days of student attendance divided by the total number of days in the regular school year. 

AVID 
 AVID stands for Advancement Via Individual Determination and is a fourth-through twelfth-grade system to prepare students for four-year college eligibility. Schools that participate in AVID are required to meet staff training and membership requirements. 

Benchmarks: 
Specific developmental statements regarding performance based standards. Benchmarks are usually defined in behavioral and observable terms.

Bi-level analysis: The examination of student work and performance data on two levels 
 the subject matter concepts and skills and the requisite language capacity (e.g. linguistic patterns, three types of distinctive vocabulary, and ing and revising strategies.


Big Ideas: Are important core concepts, understandings, or theories. They go beyond discrete skills and focus on larger concepts, processes, or themes.

Bachelor’s Degree 
 An award that normally requires at least four years of full-time equivalent college courses. 

Basic Skills 
 The fundamental skills needed to succeed in school and eventually in life. Historically, these skills have included the ability to read, write, and calculate (math). 

Becca Bill 
 A Washington state law that requires school districts to take specific actions when students are absent. The law is RCW 28A.225.030. 

Below Average 
 Under the usual, expected, or ordinary quality or performance. 

Benchmark 
 The level of performance students should show by a particular point in their schooling. 

Best Practices 
 Classroom instructional strategies that have been demonstrated and accepted by the professional community to improve student learning. 

Bilingual Education 
 School program where two languages are used to teach the curriculum so that students gain knowledge of both languages. 

Block Scheduling 
 Usually used in middle or high school, this scheduling allow student to have fewer classes per day and longer time in each class. 

Bond Measure 
 An agreement by the citizens of a school district to repay the money borrowed by the school district for major construction or purchases, such as new school buildings, computers, or school improvements. 

Boosters 
 A volunteer organization, usually parents and alumni, whose sole objective is to provide ongoing financial assistance in support of a schools’ extracurricular programs, for example athletic program boosters or music boosters. 

Breakfast Program 
 A program using state and federal dollars to provide low-cost or free breakfasts to low income students. 

Budget 
 The plan for how to spend the school’s or school district’s funds. 

Bulletin 
 A printed news publication. 

Bullying 
 Repeated negative behavior that a person uses to take advantage of someone with less power. A bully is someone who uses bullying behavior. 

Coaching Protocols: Tools that include the critical criteria for exemplary products. They are used to sharpen focus and ensure quality work.

Concept: A relational statement that provides the focus and basis for acquiring knowledge. It is synonymous with the enduring understanding or big idea.

Content: Is the subject matter; key concepts; facts; topics; important information.

Consensus/Core Maps:  Agreed upon curriculum identified by teachers and administrators that determines which elements must be consistently taught by all teachers in a course/or subject and where flexibility will be critical.

Curriculum Mapping: Is a systemic process that can improve student performance by sharpening the alignment of all aspects of the curriculum to reduce repetitions, gaps, and strengthen the articulation of skills.

Cadre 
 A group. 

Calendar Day 
 Refers to all days of the week, including weekends and holidays. 

Career and Technical Education (CTE) 
 Classes that allow students to get cr for training in a skill or trade while still in high school. CTE classes may be held on-site or at a skill center. 

Categorical Funds 
 Funds from the state or federal government granted to qualifying school districts for specific programs and/or 

for particular groups of students. 

Certificate of Individual Achievement 
 An official document available for students with an Individualized Education Program (IEP) who are unable to take the High School HSPE (with or without accommodations). 

Certificated Staff 
 School employees who are required by the state to hold teaching certificates. Also referred to as Certified Staff. 

Character Education 
 A method that teaches students about basic human values. 

Charter School 
 A school that is run by a group of organizers other than the school board and free from most state and local regulations. 

Classroom Management 
 The way a classroom is organized to make instructional time as productive possible for all students. 

Class Size 
 The number of students enrolled in a school classroom. 

Closed Campus 
 A school where students are not allowed to leave the school grounds during the school day without permission. 

Cognitive 
 A term which refers to reasoning or intellectual capacity. 

Cognitive Development 
 The changes in the way children think, process information, and learn as they grow up. 

Cognitive Learning 
 The mental processes involved in learning, such as remembering and understanding facts and ideas. 

Collaboration 
 Individuals working together to accomplish goals. 

Collaborative Learning 
 An instructional strategy where students of different abilities 

and interests work together in small groups to solve a problem, complete a project, or achieve a common goal. Also known as Cooperative Learning. 

College Readiness 
 The level of preparation a student needs to be ready to enroll and succeed, without remediation, in cr-bearing college course. 

Community Schools 
 Schools that provide essential services, such as medical and dental services, nutrition classes, parent programs, and social services, for both students and families. 

Community College 
 A two-year college, may also be known as a Junior College. 

Competence Tests 
 Tests created by a school district or state that students must pass before graduating. 

Complex sentences 
 Sentences with more than one clause or verbal phrase. 

Comprehension 
 This is a term used to describe the interpretations, understanding, and meaning readers construct as they listen to and read stories. 

Computer-assisted Instruction (CAI) 
 Educational programs delivered through the use of computers and educational software. 

Conflict Management 
 A strategy that schools use to prevent and address conflict among students. It usually includes a set of expectations for behavior. 

Conflict Resolution 
 A defined practice based on an understanding that there are various perspectives to address and solve a problem. 

Constructivism 
 A learning theory that states that students learn by creating their own knowledge. Also known as Discovery Learning. 

Contempt of Court 
 Someone who has willfully violated a court order can be judged to be in contempt of court. 

Contempt Hearing 
 The court hearing where a judge determines whether or not someone is in contempt of court. 

Content Standards 
 Standards that describe what students should know and be able to do in core academic subjects at each grade level. 

Content-related Vocabulary 
 The words a student must know to communicate effectively about subject area material such as math, social studies, science, etc. 

Context Clues 
 The words, phrases, and sentences surrounding an unfamiliar vocabulary word that help the student arrive at a possible definition. 

Continuous Progress 
 A system of education in which individuals or small groups of students go through a sequence of lessons at their own pace, rather than at the pace of the entire classroom group. 

Conditional Certificate 
 A temporary teaching certificate given to a person who has expertise in a particular subject and that has been hired by a school district because they cannot find a certificated teacher with an endorsement in that subject. 

Core Academic Subjects
 The academic subjects schools and districts require all students to take in order to be eligible for grade promotion and graduation. 

Core Curriculum 
 The main body of knowledge that all students are expected to learn. 

Cr 
 A unit of coursework given for satisfactory completion of the course. 

Criterion-referenced Tests 
 Tests designed to measure how thoroughly a student has learned a particular subject compared to an established benchmark. 

Critical Thinking 
 Logical thinking based on sound evidence. 

Cultural Competence 
 A set of attitudes, awareness, knowledge, and skills that enables effective teaching in racially, culturally and socio-economically diverse classrooms. 

Curriculum 
 The subject matter that is to be learned. 

Curriculum Materials 
 Text, audio, video, and/or electronic media used to teach the curriculum of a school or subject area. 

Cut Score 
 The minimum score needed to pass a test. 

Cyber Schools 
 Educational institutions that offer most or all of their instruction by computer through the internet. 

Diary Maps: A map where data are entered on an ongoing basis.   Periodically, whether every few weeks or trimester, you will stop and reflect on your work with learners and make an entry. 

Differentiation: The process of modifying or delineating some aspect of instruction: the content, process, product, and/or learning environment to address the needs of the learners.

Differentiated Professional Development: Is modified professional development based on the level of understanding of the learners. 

Decoding 
 The process of translating individual letters or groups of letters into sounds so that the reader can pronounce a word. 

Descriptive Sentences 
 Sentences that contain modifying words or phrases (adjectives and adverbs) and are more 

elaborate than simple sentences. 

Detention 
 A disciplinary action that removes a student from the classroom to another designated space within the school. 

Developmentally Appropriate 
 Curriculum and instruction that is based on the mental and physical development of the student. 

Developmental Screening Tests 
 Tests used to identify students who may have physical, behavioral, and/or developmental disabilities or delays, or sensory impairments. 

DIBELS (Dynamic Indicators of Basic Early Literacy Skills) 
 A testing tool that helps teachers determine at what level students in 6th grades Kindergarten through are able to read and write. 

Differentiated Instruction 
 An instructional technique that includes various ways to teach content and assess learning. It is used to meet student needs and differences in readiness, interests, and learning styles. 

Diploma 
 A certificate conferred by a high school, college, university or other educational institution as official recognition for the completion of a program of studies. 

Direct Instruction 
 A teaching technique in which the teacher presents the content and students are expected to respond in a specific manner. 

Discipline 
 All forms of corrective action or punishment used with students. 

Distance Learning 
 Taking classes in locations other than the classroom or places where teachers present the lessons including online, DVD, or telecommuting. 

Diversity 
 Diversity involves recognizing a variety of student characteristics including those of ethnicity, language, socioeconomic class, disabilities, and gender. 

Dismissed 
 When a court case is dismissed, it ends. 

DRA (Developmental Reading Assessment) A tool teachers use to assess and record Kindergarten to 3rd grade students' reading development. 

Dropouts 
 Students who leave high school before graduating. 

Dual Cr 
 A course or program where high school students can earn both high school and college crs for the same course. 

Dual-language Program 
 A school program designed to serve both language minority and language majority students at the same time. Students from two language groups receive instruction in both languages. Also known as Dual Immersion Program. 

Due Process of Law 
 Ensures that a person will be notified and have an opportunity to be heard before any public entity can change her/his rights. 

Dyslexia 
 Dyslexia is a specific learning disability that is neurological in origin. It is characterized by difficulties with accurate and/or fluent word recognition and by poor spelling and decoding abilities. 

Enduring Understanding: The important understandings that have lasting value beyond the classroom.

Entry Points: Possible openings or entrances where curriculum mapping can be integrated into the current structure or processes in a school and/or district. This allows it to become part of the system.

Essential Questions: Over-arching questions that focus based on a key concept, enduring understanding, and/or big idea to prompt inquiry.

Essential Maps: A revision of agreements that are made by teachers and administrators that determine which elements must be consistently taught by all teachers in the course and where flexibility will be critical.

EALR (Essential Academic Learning Requirement) 
 Washington State’s definition of what all students should know and be able to do as a graduate of public schools. 

Early Childhood Education 
 The education of pre-school age children. 

Electronic Media 
 The different electronic sources such as television, web pages, e-mail, CDs, etc. that may provide information or be used to share information. 

ELL (English Language Learner) 
 A person learning English whose primary language is other than English. 

Emergency Expulsion 
 Immediate removal of a student from school or class for an indefinite period of time. 

Emergent Literacy 
 The view that reading and writing learning begins at birth and is supported by adult interactions. 

Emotional Development -The ways in which individuals learn to interact in socially acceptable ways, establish and maintain relationships, and view themselves in positive ways. 

Enrichment 
 Topics and activities that are not considered part of basic education. 

Environmental Education 
 An educational practice that builds students’ awareness of the natural world and how to protect it. 

Equal Access 
Case law based on religious non-discrimination. It requires schools that allow extra-curricular, voluntary-participation student clubs to meet on school property to also allow extra-curricular school use to religious groups. 

ESL (English as a Second Language) 
 English language instruction for students whose primary language is not English. 

Evaluate 
 To conduct a careful appraisal or study of something and determine its worth or value. 

Expenditure 
 All amounts of money paid out by a school system. 

Experiential Education 
 Education that emphasizes learning from experiences rather than from lectures, books, and other secondhand sources and which may take the form of internships, service learning, school-to-work programs, field studies, or similar experiences. 

Expulsion 
 Removal of a student from school, class, or sometimes district property for an indefinite period of time. 

Extra-curricular Activities 
 Activities that are not part of the required curriculum and that take place outside of the regular course of study. 

F 

Fact Finding Hearing 
 A court procedure where a judge determines whether a legal case can be made against an individual. 

Familiar Sounds 
 Sounds that students hear or speak in their primary language. 

Family involvement in education 
 Another term for parent participation in the education of their children . 

FERPA (Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act) 
 A federal law that protects the privacy of student education records. 

Financial Aid 
 Grants, loans, and funds provided by the government for college expenses, such as college tuition, textbooks, and sometimes the living costs of students. 

Fine Motor 
 Functions which require tiny muscle movements, for example, writing or typing. 

Fluency 
 The ability to read a text accurately, quickly, and with proper expression and comprehension. 

Formative Assessment 
 A test that determines what students have learned at a particular time in order to plan further instruction. Also knows as Formative Test. 

Free or Reduced-Price Meal 
 A federal program that provides breakfast, lunch, and/or after school snacks for students from low-income families. 

Functional Illiteracy 
 The inability to read or write well enough to perform many basic, necessary tasks in daily life. 

G

Guardian 
 Person legally placed in charge of the welfare of a minor or of someone incapable of managing her or his own affairs. 

GEAR-UP (Gaining Early Awareness and Readiness for Undergraduate Programs) A federal grant program created to increase the number of low-income students who are prepared to enter and succeed in college. 

Gender Bias 
 The idea that one gender or the other is short-changed by school practices and expectations. 

General Educational Development (GED) Test 
 A high school equivalency test certifies that a person has the skills and knowledge equal to those of a high school graduate. 

General Vocabulary 
 Words that are critical to understanding the main idea, events, characters, themes of a lesson. 

Generalize 
 To arrive at a broad conclusion based upon a small piece of evidence. May also be referred to as Generalization. 

Genres 
 A term used to classify literary and informational works into categories, such as biography, mystery, historical fiction, etc. 

Gifted and Talented Program-A program that offers advanced coursework to students identified as being academically gifted or talented. 

GLE (Grade Level Expectation) 
 The essential content or subject matter to be learned by students at a specific grade level. 

Grade Point Average (GPA) 
 A system of scoring student achievement. Student's GPA is computed by multiplying the grade received in each course by the number of crs offered for each course, then dividing by the total number of cr hours studied. 

Graduate 
 A student who has received a diploma for successfully completing a program or school’s course requirements. 

Graduate School 
 University level school that provides instruction and degrees beyond the bachelor degree. 

Graduation Requirements 
 The courses and number of crs required by a school district or the state to receive a high school diploma. The state provides a minimum set of requirements, and school boards can set additional graduation requirements for their school district. 

Grant 
 Funds provided for students to attend college that do not have to be repaid. 

Graphic Features 
 Maps, diagrams, graphs, charts, or pictures that help make the text meaningful and interesting to readers. 

Graphing Calculator 
 A calculator with a larger display that draws and displays math functions and data. 

Gross motor Functions which require large muscle movements, for example, walking or jumping. 

Guidance Counselor 
 School staff member who provides academic advice to students and their families, helps them address learning problems, and assists students in career and personal development. 

Guided Practice 
 A teacher-led activity that the class completes together. 

HUB: a connector or linchpin that connects all aspects of the school improvement process.

Head Start Program 
 A federally sponsored preschool program for children from low-income families. 

Health Education 
 Curriculum that addresses physical, mental, emotional, and social health. 

Hearing Examiner/Officer 
 The decision-maker in school discipline hearings. 

Heterogeneous Grouping 
 The practice of grouping together students of varying abilities, interests, or ages for instruction. 

Higher Education 
 Study beyond high school at a college or university that results in an associate, bachelor, or higher degree. Also known as Post-secondary Education. 

Higher-Order Questions 
 Questions that require thinking and reflection rather than single-solution responses. 

Higher-Order Thinking Skills 
 The ability to understand complex concepts and apply sometimes conflicting information to solve a problem that may have more than one correct answer. 

High Frequency Words 
 High utility words which make up 50% of printed text, for example: A, the, this, that, etc. 

Highly Qualified Teacher 
 Teachers are required by federal law (NCLB) to meet following three criteria to be considered highly qualified: 

1) Holds at least a bachelor’s degree. 2) Holds full state certification. 3) Demonstrates subject matter knowledge 

and teaching skill in each core academic subject assigned to teach. 

High School 
 Generally grades 9th through 12th 

Homework 
 Regular assignments to be completed outside the classroom. 

Honors Program 
 Courses a school or district designs and offers to students to challenge their learning beyond the regular curriculum.

Individual Maps: Maps developed by an individual teach that reflect what they teach in their class or subject. They include: essential questions, content, skills, and assessments.

Initiatives: Programs, projects, and/or ideas implemented by schools and/or districts to improve some aspect of the system.

 Illiteracy 
 Lack of reading and/or writing skills. 

Immersion 
 A program that teaches children to speak, read, and write in another language by instructing them in that language. 

Inclusion 
 The practice of educating all children of various needs and capabilities in the same classroom. 

Incomplete 
 A temporary grade stating that a student has not finished all class assignments at the end of a grading period. 

Independent Study 
 An opportunity for students to conduct self-directed learning and receive cr. 

Individualized Instruction 
 A practice provides each student with the lessons and assignments according to her/his strengths and needs. Students work at their own pace to learn the material. Also called Individualized Education, Differentiated Curriculum, Individualized Education, or Differentiated Instruction. 

Inference 
 A conclusion reached after reading text and using past knowledge and experience to understand it. 

Informal Knowledge 
 Knowledge about a topic that students learn through experience outside of the classroom. 

Inquiry 
 A process in which students explore a problem, and create and work through a plan to solve the problem. 

Inquiry-based Learning 
 An instructional method where students create questions about a phenomenon, fact, or piece of literature, and work to answer their questions through an exploration of the topic. 

In Loco Parentis 
 Refers to an individual who takes on the parent role and responsibilities for a child without formally adopting him/her. 

Integrated Curriculum 
 The practice of using a single theme to teach a variety of subjects. 

Internship 
 Workplace learning that gives students an opportunity to apply their knowledge and learn new skills. 

In-service 
 Continuing professional education for educators. Also known as Staff Development or Professional Development. 

Instructional Aide 
 A school employee assigned to help teachers with the education of students. Also known as an Instructional Assistant, Paraeducator, or Paraprofessional. 

Interactive Learning 
 Occurs when the teacher or computer software adjusts the instruction in response to the learner’s needs. 

Interdisciplinary Curriculum 
 A way to organize curriculum in which content is drawn from two or more subject areas to focus on a particular topic or theme. Also referred to as Multidisciplinary Curriculum, Integration, or Integrated Curriculum. 

International Baccalaureate (IB) 
 IB courses are offered as part of the International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme, a rigorous two-year curriculum (geared primarily to students aged 16 to 19) that leads to a degree that is widely recognized internationally. It prepares students for a university education, with a specific focus on the ability to communicate with and understand people from other countries and cultures. 

Interpretation 
 The process of verbally communicating information from one language into another language keeping the intent and meaning of the original information. 

K-12 
 Refers to Kindergarten through 12th grade education. 

Kindergarten Entry Age 
 The age when children are eligible to enroll in Kindergarten, usually at least 5 years old. 

Lessons: Organized instructional plans aligned to assessment targets. The concept of "planning backwards" suggests that you start your design work with the assessment targets and tasks fully described. Once that is accomplished, you design your lessons so students are fully instructed around the content and skills that will be called for in those assessments. It is a reverse of the model that asked for lesson plans and then later for assessment designs. The "backward planning" provides a clear lens for examining your instructional time to make certain that it is purposeful toward benchmarks and standards.

Like Group Reviews: Read Throughs that focus on a specific curricular area. For example, all of the teachers in the Language Arts Department might read through the course maps for their department to look for gaps, repetitions, and the articulation of skills.

Language Arts 
 Another term for English curriculum. The focus is on reading, speaking, listening, and writing skills. 

Learner-centered Classroom 
 Classroom in which students are encouraged to choose their own learning goals and projects. Also known as a Student-Centered Classroom. 

Learning Contract 
 An agreement between a student, teacher, parent (or other adult as a family member) detailing how the student will work toward specified learning objectives. 

Learning Disability 
 A condition that interferes with a student’s ability to learn. Also known as a Learning Disorder. 

Learning Styles 
 Differences in the way students learn best including through hearing, seeing, or doing the learning task. 

Letter of Recommendation 
 A letter written by a teacher or other adult that supports a student’s application for a program, college, or a job. 

Levy 
 (noun) An additional sum to property taxes within a school district for education-related expenditures. Residents of the school district vote on whether to pay these levy taxes. 

Levy 
 (verb) To impose taxes. 

LEP (Limited English Proficient) Students 
 Students who are reasonably fluent in another language but who have not yet achieved comparable skills in reading, writing, listening, or speaking English. Also known as English Language Learner (ELL). 

Literacy 
 Ability to read and write. Also refers to other types of knowledge and skills such as scientific literacy, computer literacy, etc. 

Literal 
 The common or ordinary meaning of words. 

Local Revenues 
 The money a school district receives from local taxes, investments, and student activities. 

Long-Term Suspension 
 Exclusion from school for more than 10 days. 

Looping 
 A school practice where the teacher moves with his or her students to the next grade level, rather than sending them to another teacher the next school year. 

Map: A visual method for projecting yearly plans as well as monthly plans for the classroom based on a calendar sequence from month to month that describes the scope of what is taught. Maps include: essential questions, content, skills, and assessments. 

Mixed Group Reviews: Read Throughs of maps that involve teachers from different curricular areas. These types of reviews can help provide a better understanding of the curriculum across the school and/or district. They can also be used to identify where specific cross curricular skills or specific school and/or district goals are included in the curriculum.

Mainstream 
 To place students with disabilities into regular classrooms with the supports defined in their Individualized 

Education Plan. 

Magnet Schools 
 An alternative public school that often focuses on a particular area of study, such as performing arts or science and technology, in addition to the core curriculum. 

Manipulatives 
 Any object, for example, blocks, toothpicks, or coins, that can be used to represent or model a problem situation or develop a mathematical concept. 

McKinney-Vento Act 
 Federal legislation that provides educational services to homeless students which are equal to all other enrolled students, and ensures that homeless children and youth have equal opportunities to enroll in, attend, and be successful in school. 

Measurement of Student Progress (MSP) 
 Beginning in the 2009-10 school year, the Washington Assessment of Student Learning (WASL) for grades 3rd through 8th will be replaced by the Measurements of Student Progress (MSP) to identify students’ abilities in math (grades 3rd through 8th), reading (grades 3rd through 8th), science (grades 5th and 8th), and writing (grades 4th and 7th). The testing window for the MSP will be in May beginning spring 2010. 

Mediation 
 A strategy for conflict resolution which relies upon a neutral third party work to help parties arrive at an agreed upon compromise. 

Mentor 
 To serve as a role model for another person. 

MESA (Mathematics Engineering Science Achievement) 
 The MESA program assists academically disadvantaged students, especially students of color, girls, 

and students in poverty, by helping them to prepare for and successfully complete a 4•year college program. 

Middle School 
 Schools for students in the early adolescent years, generally grade 6th through grade 8th . 

Modeling 
 The practice of demonstrating to the learner how to do a task, so that the learner can copy the model. It often includes thinking aloud or talking about how to work through a task. 

Multi-age Classroom 
 A classroom that includes children from different grades. 

Multi-disciplinary Curriculum 
 Generally refers to learning a particular topic area through the viewpoint of more than one subject. 

Multiple Intelligences 
 A theory of intelligence developed in the 1980s by Howard Gardner that broadly defines intelligence beyond mathematical and linguistic, to include musical, spatial, bodily-kinesthetic, and intrapersonal. 

Nonnegotiables: The core elements that must be taught in the curriculum.

National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) 
 Also called “the Nation’s Report Card,” this federal test uses groups of students in grades 4th , 8th and 

12th from around the country to measure progress in reading, mathematics, science, writing, U.S. history, civics, geography, and the arts. Scores are reported nationally and by state, but not for individual students or schools. 

Navigation 101 
 A program for students in grades 6th through 12th with the goal to help students make plans, set class schedules, and prepare for life beyond high school. 

Neighborhood Schools 
 Public schools nearest to students’ homes as determined by school district attendance boundaries. 

No Child Left Behind (NCLB) 
 A federal law that requires yearly student testing, consequences for schools or districts that do not meet standards, and requires all teachers and assistants to be highly qualified. 

Non-verbal Communication 
 Messages sent by way of gestures and other body language, and drawings. 

Notice 
 Notification of an action that usually contains information about legal rights to appeal a decision. 

Office of the Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) 
 The primary state agency charged with overseeing K-12 education in Washington State. 

Office of the Education Ombudsman (OEO) A state agency that helps resolve problems and disputes between families and schools. (www.waparentslearn.org) 

Ombudsman 
 A person that helps resolve conflict or disputes. 

On-Time Graduation rate 
 The number of students who started grade 9th in the fall of a particular year and are expected to graduate four years later. 

Open-Ended Question 
 A question that can be answered in more than one way and may have more than one correct answer. 

Outcomes What students are supposed to know and be able to do
Power Standards: The most important standards.

Professional/Implementation Development Map: Is an organizational tool that using the mapping format to develop a yearlong plan for implementation. It includes: the training times, the essential questions, the content to be taught, the skills that participants should demonstrate, the products or evidence that will be produced during the training, and the assignment(s) that participants should complete prior to the next training. 

Professional Learning Communities (PLCs): A conceptual model developed by Richard DuFour and his colleagues for transforming schools. It focuses on the following principles: A Shared Mission, Vision, Values, and Goals; Collaborative Teams; Collective Inquiry; Action Orientations and Experimentations, Continuous Improvement, and Results Orientation.

Projected/Projection Maps: A map that has been created prior to teaching a course or subject and then revised on an ongoing basis as the school year progresses.

Portfolios: Is a representative collection of a person’s work that serves as evidence of understanding.

Parent Involvement 
 The participation of parents in the education of their children. 

Parent Teacher Association (PTA) 
 A national, nonprofit organization, independent of the public school system that supports family involvement in schools and advocates for children. When student members are included, the name often becomes PTSA or Parent Teacher Student Association. 

Parent Teacher Conference 
 A meeting where the parents and the teacher of a particular student discuss present and future academic progress. 

Parent-Teacher Organization (PTO) 
 A local, school-based, organization of parents, and others to support family and public involvement in the school and advocate for students. 

Pedagogy 
 The art or profession of teaching. 

Peer Mediation 
 Programs in which students are trained in conflict resolution and assist other students to work through problems without using violence. 

Performance Assessment 
 A test that determines what students know through their ability to perform certain tasks. 

Performance Criteria 
 The skills or knowledge that will be evaluated as a student completes a task. 

Performance Tasks 
 Activities, exercises, or problems that require students to show what they can do. 

Per-pupil Expenditures 
 Expenditures made by schools, a school district, or the state divided by the total number of students in the school, school district, or state. 

Petition for Readmission 
 A request to have a student return to school before the end of an expulsion or suspension. 

Phonemic Awareness 
 The ability to identify and combine individual sounds (phonemes) into spoken words. 

Phonics 
 An instructional strategy used to teach reading. It helps beginning readers by teaching them letter-sound relationships and having them sound out words. 

Picture Dictionary 
 A dictionary that defines words using pictures and graphics. 

Placement Exam 
 A skills test given to new students to determine what class or courses are best for their abilities and interests. 

Policy 
 A piece of legislation, norm, or regulation. 

Portable 
 A building, often with one or two rooms, that is used as a classroom and can be moved when it is no longer needed. 

Portfolio 
 A collection of work that demonstrates and documents the student's learning progress over time. It might include writing samples, examples of math problems, and results of science experiments. 

Prerequisite 
 A course that must be completed before a student is allowed to register for a more advanced course. 

Primary Language 
 A student's first language. The language spoken at home. 

Principal 
 The certificated hired by the Superintendent to manage the day-to-day business of the school, supervise and evaluate school staff. 

Professional Development 
 Programs that allow teachers or administrators to acquire the knowledge and skills they need to perform their jobs successfully. Also known as In-service. 

Proficiency 
 The ability to do something at grade level. 

Prompt 
 Pictures or words to which a student responds orally or in writing. 

Pull-out Programs 
 The practice of providing instruction in small groups outside of the regular classroom in order to give particular students additional learning opportunities. 

Pupil 
 A student. 

Purge 
 An action to be done by an individual found to be in violation of a court order. 

Quality Lenses: Are exemplary samples (e.g. maps, standards, etc.) from other schools and states that can serve as filters when developing quality Consensus maps.

Quick Write 
 An exercise where students quickly write down everything they know about a topic. 

Quota 
 The number or amount constituting a proportional share. 

Quotation 
 The repeated statement from a person or from text. When written, it is enclosed in quotation marks. 

Quorum 
 The minimum number of members of a group required to be present at a meeting in order to make decisions for an organization. 

R

Read Through Process: The process following the development of the maps in which the teachers become ors for the maps for the entire building.

Readability 
 The level of difficulty in a written passage. 

Reference Tools 
 Materials for students to refer to in order to check spelling, word meaning, grammar, etc., such as picture dictionaries and/or bilingual dictionaries. 

Remedial Class 
 Instruction, usually in addition to regular classroom learning, that provide additional time or attention for a student to learn what’s expected at their grade level. 

Report Card 
 The record of student attendance and grades for each grading period and the entire school year. Student report cards are sent home for parent review each grading period. 

Response to Intervention (RTI) 
 A tool that helps educators identify students at risk for poor learning outcomes, provide evidence-based instructional strategies, monitor student progress, and adjust the interventions in response to students’ reaction to the intervention. 

Rubric 
 A grading or scoring system that lists what work students must show to be proficient. Also called a Scoring Guide. 

Running Start 
 A college preparation option that permits students in grades 11th and 12th to take courses on local community and technical college campuses and earn cr toward both high school graduation and a college degree. 

S

School based Support Structures: Key programmatic structures that have a direct effect on curriculum, assessment, and instruction: Schedule (daily, annual, long-term), grouping of students (within classrooms, throughout the institution, and by class size), grouping of personnel (into teams, departments, and roles).

Seven Essentials Strategies for Integrating Literacy: Are specific strategies for integrating critical language skills across the curriculum identified by Heidi Hayes Jacobs. The strategies include: revising and expanding the role of all teaches so they incorporate speaking, reading, listening, and writing activities with all learners in all subjects; organizing vocabulary into three distinctive types (high-frequency words, specialized terminology, and embellishing words) with specific instructional approaches in every classroom; developing creative notetaking strategies that cause students to extract and react to information; designing and employing a consistent ing and revising framework for writing K-12; assessing formal speaking skills through the use of discussion approaches; employing technical instruction to develop the human voice and body as communication instruments; and using curriculum mapping as the school- and district-wide tool for implementing and monitoring the use of these strategies.

Seven-Step Curriculum Mapping Review Process: The process or sequence developed by Heidi Hayes Jacobs for creating and analyzing curriculum maps in a school and/or district. The steps include: 

· Collecting the Data, 

· The First Read Through, 

· Small Like/Mixed-Group Review, 

· Large Like/Mixed Group Review Comparisons, 

· Determine Immediate Revision Points, 

· Determine Points Requiring Some Research and Planning, and 

· Plan for the Next Review Cycle.

Skills: Are the targeted proficiencies; technical actions and strategies.

Standards: Statements that reflect the larger outcomes that we expect all students to be able to demonstrate before they leave our school. Most State Departments of Education have already established standards. Districts often add to those standards based on their local needs.

Student Mapping: Digital portfolios.

Sanctions 
 Another word for punishment. 

Scaffolding 
 An instructional technique in which the teacher breaks a complex task into smaller tasks and supports students as they learn, and then gradually shifts responsibility for learning to the students. 

School-Based Management 
 A system of school governance by which many school level decisions are made by the individual school rather than at district or other agency level. Also known as Site-Based Management or Site-Based Decision Making. 

School Board -The school board is formed by School Board Directors or members. They set goals and policy, hire and supervise the Superintendent, and manage the finances of the school district. 

School Board Directors 
 Citizens who live within a school district and are elected by other citizens to be part of the school board of directors. 

School Choice 
 The opportunity for families to choose which schools their children will attend. 

School Culture 
 The values, cultures, safety practices, and organizational structures that cause a school community to function and react in particular ways. Also knows as School Climate or School Environment. 

School Day 
 Any day, including a partial day, when students attend school for instruction. 

School District 
 The organization responsible for providing free public education for school-age children residing within a specific area of a city, county, or state. 

School-Family Partnership 
 Collaborative relationships between educators and family members based on mutual respect, trust, equality and shared goals that support and focus on student academic success. 

School Improvement Plan (SIP) 
 The long-term plan schools create with staff and parents to ensure that all students are achieving at high levels. 

School Improvement Status 
 The consequences faced by schools and districts that do not meet adequate yearly progress (AYP) required by No Child Left Behind federal legislation. 

School Readiness 
 The basic background and knowledge that children are usually expected to have upon entering kindergarten. 

School Records 
 Any information about a student kept by the school. 

School-to-Work 
 A curriculum that integrates academic study with up-to-date career and technical education and work-readiness skills. 

Scientifically-based Research 
 Research about educational programs and activities that uses systemic and objective procedures that provide results considered reliable and valid. 

Section 504 Plan 
 Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 extended civil rights to people with disabilities. It allows for reasonable accommodations as necessary for each student. Services, accommodations, and program modifications for students who qualify under Section 504 are outlined in a document called “504 Plan.” 

Self-correction 
 Student recognizes and corrects error without input from others. 

Self-efficacy 
 Learners' beliefs about their capacity of succeeding when learning specific topics or tasks. 

Self-esteem 
 An affective or emotional reaction to the self. 

Sign Language 
 A way of communicating that uses signs made with the hands, facial expressions, and body movements. 

Sight Vocabulary 
 Words that a reader can immediately read without having to decode. Also known as Sight Words. 

Snow Day 
 Refers to a day that schools are closed because of unsafe winter weather. It can also refer to the day added to the school calendar that replaces the missed school time. 

Social Studies 
 Includes the subjects of civics, geography, economics, history, and the skills of research, reasoning, and analysis that students should be able to use in their studies of these subjects. 

Social Promotion 
 The practice of promoting students to the next grade whether or not they have accomplished the goals of their current grade. 

Special Education 
 Instruction provided for students with disabilities according to the requirements of the federal Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA). (See also Special Education Glossary section of this publication) 

Special Needs Students 
 Students who require special instructional programs to reach their learning potential. 

Standardized Achievement Tests (SAT) 
A test widely used as a college entrance examination. Also known as the SAT Reasoning Test (formerly called the Scholastic Aptitude Test). 

Standardized Testing 
 A test provided in the same format for all who take it. 

Standards 
 Statements of what students should know and be able to demonstrate. 

Statute 
 A piece of legislation, law. 

Story Elements 
 The critical parts of a story include character, setting, plot, problem, solution. 

Student-centered Classroom 
 Classroom in which students are encouraged to choose their own learning goals and projects. Also known as Learner-centered Classroom. 

Student Learning Plan (SLP) 
 A formal education document to provide regular communication to parents about the student’s continued academic progress and to assure that students are on track for high school graduation. 

Student-led Conference 
 A variation of the parent-teacher conference in which the student prepares for the conference and leads it by showing the parents or family members samples of her work and discussing areas of strengths and weaknesses. 

Student Study Team 
 A team of educators and school staff that comes together at the request of a classroom teacher, parent, or counselor to develop a support system to meet the needs of a particular student. Also referred to as a Multi-disciplinary Team or Student Intervention Team. 

Student Teacher 
 A teacher in training whose practice teaching is supervised by certificated staff or teacher. 

Substitute Teacher 
 A certified teacher who teaches classes when the regular teacher is absent. 

Summary 
 A condensed form of a particular piece of information. 

Summons 
 An official call or notice to attend court at a specific date and time for a particular purpose. 

Superintendent 
 The person hired by the School Board to manage the day-to-day business of the school district. The superintendent evaluates other district administrators and principals. 

Superintendent of Public Instruction 
 The individual elected by the state’s voters to lead the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI). 

Supplemental Education 
 Additional instruction to basic education. 

Suspension 
 A disciplinary action that removes a student from school for a definite period of time. Long-term suspensions last for more than 10 days; short term suspensions last fewer than 10 days. 

Syllabus 
 An outline and description of a course. 

T

Targeted Work Groups: Task forces that are organized flexibly to respond to specific emerging needs. When the work of the task force is completed, it is disbanded.

21st Century Skills: Are skills students need to be successful in the 21st century. They include: cross-curricular skills and learning to learn skills.

Teacher Certification 
 Official state recognition that a person is meets state standards and is qualified to be a teacher in Washington’s public schools. 

Team Teaching 
 An arrangement by which two or more teachers teach the same group of students. 

Tenure 
 The legal provision that people in certain positions may be fired only for specific cause. 

Thematic Units 
 A unit of study that uses a specific theme. Sometimes thematic units include all core subject areas. 

Think, Pair, Share 
 A cooperative learning strategy where students first think about a topic, pair with another student to discuss their ideas, and then share with the whole class. 

Title I 
A federal program that provides funds to improve the academic achievement for educationally disadvantaged students who score below the 50th percentile on standardized tests. 

Total Physical Response (TPR) 
A language-learning approach that emphasizes the use of physical activity to increase vocabulary retention. 

Tracking 
 A teaching practice that groups students to receive instruction according to their abilities. 

Transcript 
 A copy of a student's permanent school record that shows courses taken, grades, graduation status, and attendance and often includes assessments such as PSAT, SAT, ACT. Also known as Student Records. 

Transfer of Learning 
 The ability to take previously learned knowledge or skills and apply them to new situations. 

Translation 
 The process of transcribing written information from one language into another language keeping the meaning and intent of the original information. 

Truancy Petition 
 Paperwork submitted by a school district to juvenile court listing the number of school days missed by the student and the actions taken by the district to help the student return to school. This paperwork must be submitted before the student can be summoned to juvenile court for a hearing. 

Truant Students 
Youth ages 8 to 18 who do not attend school every day as required by Washington State law. 

Tutor 
 Person who provides extra help for students with their schoolwork. A tutor may be another student or an adult. 

U

Understanding by Design: Is a set of ideas and practices that helps you think more purposefully and carefully about the nature of any design that has understanding as its goal. It is based on the work of Jay McTighe and Grant Wiggins and focuses on the principles of “Backwards Design”.

Unit: Curricular units aligned to standards that encompass some of the major areas of focus in a given developmental period. They include: the essential questions, content and skills that will be addressed, specific lessons that will be used, and assessments that will be required. 

Unpacking Standards: Process of clearly defining the critical content and skills embedded in a standard that students need to know and be able to demonstrate to show mastery of the standard. 

Unit of Study 
 A segment of instruction focused on a particular topic. 

University 
 An institution of higher education and research, which grants academic degrees in a variety of subjects in both undergraduate and postgraduate education.

	A Martinet—a very strict disciplinarian. (From Jean Martinet, a very strict officer under Louis XIV.)

	Means:
	By all means—certainly. By any means—in any way possible. By no means—on no account whatever.

	Medes:
	The laws of the Medes and Persians—unalterable laws.

	Mercury:
	A   Mercurial   temperament — light-hearted;   fickle; flighty.

	Miss:
	A miss is as good as a mile—the result is the same whether a person just misses the mark he has aimed at, or comes nowhere near it.

	In the arms of Morpheus—asleep.

Geographical Facts

The Earth: 

The Earth on which we live is shaped like a ball; yet it is not quite round, being a little flattened at the poles and bulging slightly at the Equator.
The Axis of the earth 

The Axis of the earth is an imaginary line passing through its centre from Pole to 

Pole.

There are two poles—the North Pole and the South Pole.
The Equator is an imaginary line drawn round the earth, midway between the two 

Diameter of the earth 

The Circumference of the earth is approximately 24,800 miles. 

The Diameter of the earth is roughly 8,000 miles.
The Solar System: 

The Sun is fixed, and moving around the sun are a number of large spheres called planets. 

The earth on which we live is one of those planets. 

The Sun and the Moon are also planets. 

Some of the other planets are Mercury, Venus, Mars, Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus and Neptune. The Sun and all the planets around him are called the Solar System.

The Sun is 93 million miles away from the earth.
The Moon is about 240,000 miles away from the earth.
Motions of the Earth: 

The Earth has two motions: (a) Diurnal or Daily, and (b) Annual or Yearly.
Diurnal or Daily Motions: 

The earth rotates or turns on its axis from west to east once in twenty-four hours. This is called the Rotation of the Earth.

Rotation of the earth causes Day and Night. When that side of the earth on which we live is turned towards the sun, we have day; but when it is turned away from the sun we have night.
The Annual or Yearly Motion :

The Earth turns not only on its axis. It also moves around the sun along an almost circular path called its Orbit. This journey of the earth around the sun is called the Revolution of the Earth and it takes 365  days. 

Leaving out the % day our Ordinary Year consists of 365 days; but at the end of every four years the four Quarter-days are added to the ordinary year to make a Leap Year of 366 days.
Seasons: 

The axis of the earth is inclined at an angle of 66^° to the plane of its orbit. As a result of this the earth is in different positions as it makes its journey round the sun. The Annual Motion of the earth, on its inclined axis therefore causes the Four Seasons of Spring, Summer, Autumn and Winter.
On March 21st the sun is overhead at the Equator. It is then Spring in the North Temperate zone.
On June 21st when the sun is overhead at the Tropic of Cancer places in the North Temperate zone have Summer.
On September 23rd the sun is back on the equator and the North Temperate zone has the season of Autumn.
On December 21st the sun is at the Tropic of Capricorn. Then the North Temperate zone has Winter.
In the South Temperate Zone the seasons are the reverse of those mentioned above at the same time of the Year.
Equinoxes 

Equinoxes or equal nights (and consequently equal days) are the times when the sun is shining directly overhead at the Equator. March 21st is called the Vernal Equinox; September 23rd is called the Autumnal Equinox.
Solstices 
Solstices are the times when the sun is overhead at the Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn and seems to stand for a little while before moving back in the direction of the Equator. June 21st is called the Summer Solstice, December 21st is called the Winter Solstice.
Distance: In order to enable us to calculate the distance between one place and another a number of circles are drawn round the globe. 

Every circle is divided into 360 degrees (360°) and each degree is approximately 69  miles.
Lines of Latitude and Longitude enable us to measure distances on a map, or to find the position of any place on a map.
Latitude 

Latitude is distance, measured in degrees, north or south of the equator.
Longitude 

Longitude is distance, measured in degrees, east or west of a given Meridian.
Meridians 

Meridians or mid-day lines are lines drawn on a map from the North Pole to the South Pole, and all places on any one of these lines have mid-day at the same time.
The Prime Meridian The Prime Meridian passes through Greenwich. East longitude is up to 180° East of Greenwich. West Longitude is up to 180° West of Greenwich.
Latitude The Five Chief Parallels of are: 

1. The Equator marked 0°.
2. The Tropic of Cancer 23y° North of the Equator. 

3. The Tropic of Capricorn 23L° South of the Equator. 

4. The Arctic Circle 66t° North of the Equator. 

5. The Antarctic 66i° South of the Equator.
Ocean   currents

Ocean Currents are streams of water crossing the oceans. They follow the direction of the Prevailing Winds.

Beginning in the Atlantic Ocean, the Westerly winds drive the cold Antarctic Current eastwards. This turns northwards when it reaches the coast of Africa and is known as the Benguela Current. The South East Trade Winds take this current westwards as the South Equatorial Current. Off Cape St. Roque at the corner of Brazil this current divides into two. One branch flows south-west to become the Brazilian Current while the main current continues north-west into the Gulf of Mexico. This South Equatorial Current leaves the Gulf of Mexico and Hows north-east as the Warm Gulf Stream. It widens over the Atlantic, part flowing as the North Atlantic Drift and warming the shores of the British Isles and Northern Europe. The other part turns south at the Canaries under the influence of the North East Trade Winds to join the North Equatorial Current. From the 

Arctic Ocean come the cold Arctic Current flowing along the shores of Greenland, and the cold Labrador Current. The latter meets the Warm Gulf Stream off Newfoundland. The meeting of the cold air and warm air from over these two currents causes great fogs off Newfoundland. (Trace these currents on a Map of the World showing currents.)

In the Pacific Ocean the currents are similar to those in the Atlantic but the names of some are different. The Antarctic Current joins the Peruvian Current which is continued as the South Equatorial Current. Off the East of Australia this current divides into the New South Wales Current which turns South, while the main current continues to become Japan or Kuro Siwo Current —the counterpart of the Gulf Stream. When this current turns southwards it becomes the Californian Current. (Trace on Map of the World.)

The Currents of the North Indian Ocean follow the Monsoons. Those of the South Indian Ocean follow the pattern of the Atlantic and Pacific. The most important current in this part of the Ocean is the Agulhas Current.

Ocean Currents influence Climate. Places near to a warm current have a much warmer climate than lands in the same latitude under the influence of a Cold Current.

Rain: By a process called Evaporation the heat of the sun changes much of the water of seas, rivers and lakes into water-vapour.

When this moisture laden air ascends into the colder higher regions of the atmosphere or is blown there by winds, it becomes cooled, and condensation takes place. The drops of water then unite together and fall to the earth as Rain.

The chief types of Rainfall are Convectional, Relief, Cyclonic.

Dew: During the night the earth cools more rapidly than the air above it. The layers of air nearest the earth therefore become cooled. Condensation takes place and the moisture deposited on the ground, grass and other objects is called Dew.

Rainbow : The sun's rays passing through the drops of water in th; air are doubly refracted and the human eye sees the reflection in the form of a brilliant arch of prismatic colours which we call the Rainbow. A Rainbow is best seen when the rain is falling while the sun is shining.

Clouds are collections of water-vapour on the dust particles in the various layers of the atmosphere. They are usually classified as follows: Cirrus (feathery); Cumulus (rounded masses); Stratus (horizontal sheets);  Nimbus (rain).

Fogs and Mist are formed when condensation of the water-vapour in the air near the earth's surface takes place upon the dust particles in the air.

" A fog is a cloud resting on the earth; a cloud is a fog floating high in the air." (Huxley.)

Snow: If the temperature in the upper layers of the atmosphere falls below freezing point then the moisture in the air is frozen into little six-sided crystals. These crystals fall to the earth as snow, but only when the temperature over the earth's surface is also near to freezing point.

Snow Line: The Level above which there is always snow.

Hail is caused by the freezing of raindrops as they pass through layers of cold air. Hence hail falls to the ground in showers of little hard pellets.

Eclipse: When the light of the sun or the moon is obscured by another body passing between it and the eye, the sun or moon is said to be in Eclipse.

The Sun is in Eclipse when the moon comes between it and the Earth.

There is an Eclipse of the moon when the earth comes between it and the sun.

Land   and  Sea   Breezes

Land heats more rapidly and cools more quickly than the sea.

During the day, therefore, the pressure of the air over the land is lower than that over the sea. Hence breezes blow from the sea to the land.

At night the air over the sea is warmer than the air over the land so that the breeze blows from the land to the sea.

Tides: These are the regular rise and fall of the waters of the ocean. Tides are caused by the attractive force of the sun and moon acting upon the earth and on the moving waters of the ocean. There are two kinds of tides, (a) Spring Tides, which are caused by the pulling of the sun and moon together; and (b) Neap tides, which are caused when the sun and moon are at right angles and pull against each other. There are two Spring 

Tides and Two Neap Tides every lunar month.

Spring tide is when the highest point of the tide is reached. Neap tide is when the lowest point of the tide is reached.

The flow of the tide is the coming in.

The ebb of the tide is the going out.

Tides ebb and flow twice in 25 hours.

Work of the Tides: Tides alter the shape of the coast line. They form estuaries when they rush up the mouth of a narrow river;

They sometimes form bores, as in the Severn; and Capes, as when they bring material and deposit it on the continental shelf e.g. The Cape of Good Hope.

They aid shipping.

Saltness of the Sea: The water of rivers absorbs tiny particles of mineral salts from the earth which eventually reach the sea. In the course of centuries these accumulated deposits have made the sea water salt.

Continental Shelf is the name given to the land around the continents which is covered by the sea. The shelf slopes down to a depth of 100 fathoms, from which edge there is a steep drop to the bed of the ocean. Continental shelves provide excellent fishing grounds and good harbours.

The Earth's Crust is composed of rocks which are classified as either (a) Igneous, (b) Aqueous or Sedimentary or Stratified, (c) Metamorphic.

Volcanoes: A Volcano is an opening in the earth's crust out of which steam, gases and molten rocks are hurled with terrific force.

The interior of the earth is very hot. Through cracks in the earth's surface water from the rain, rivers, seas etc., trickles down to the interior of the earth where it boils and is changed into steam. This is kept down by the pressure of the layers of the earth. At certain times the steam forces itself through a fault or a line of weakness in the earth. When this happens an eruption of a Volcano is said to have taken place.

Volcanoes may be either active, dormant or extinct.

Geysers are hot springs from which columns of boiling water and steam gush forth at intervals. Geysers are found in regions usually associated with volcanoes. Iceland; The Yellowstone Park in Wyoming, North America; and New Zealand are famous for 

Geysers.

An Earthquake is the shaking or movement of the earth. As the interior of the earth cools it solidifies and leaves spaces between the layers of the earth. The crusts of the earth then fall or move to fit themselves on the shrinking interior. When this happens we feel the movements as Earthquakes.

Fold Mountains are caused by Earthquakes and are found along the lines of weakness of the earth.

Block Mountains are solid masses of hard resistant rocks which have been able to withstand the movements which cause folding of the earth's surface.

Valleys: When forces working inside the earth cause a block mountain to split, the " rift" thus made is known as a Rift Vallly.

When a valley runs parallel to the trend of the mountains it is Longitudinal; when it runs across it is Transverse.

A Canyon is a steep-sided gully carved out by a river flowing through a rainless region.

Isobars are lines which are drawn on a map to connect places of equal pressure.

Isotherms are lines drawn on a map to connect places having equal temperature.

Isohyets are lines drawn on a map to connect places of equal rainfall.

Contours are lines drawn on a map to connect places of equal height above sea level.

Shotts is the name of the plateau in North-West Africa between the Atlas Mountains and the Tell.

A Shott is a shallow lake which becomes dry in the hot season.

Tell: The Tell is the most important region of the French Colony of Algeria in North-West 

Africa. It is a fertile coastal strip between the Algerian Plateau and the sea.

Veld: The Veld or High Veld is a rich grassland country in the eastern part of the plateau of South Africa. Most of the Transvaal, The Orange Free State and part of Cape Colony belong to it. Large flocks of sheep are reared on the Veld chiefly for Wool.

Steppes are the great temperate grasslands of Southern Russia.

Karroos: The Karroo is a natural region of South Africa between the coastlands and the 

Plateau. There are two Karroos, the Little Karroo and the Great Karroo. The vegetation in the Karroos is poor and the main industries are sheep farming and ostrich rearing.

Karst is a barren region on the coast of the Adriatic Sea.

Landes are an area of Sand Dunes on the South Coast of France near Bordeaux.

Polders are the areas of land in Holland below sea level which are enclosed by embankments and dykes. Machinery for pumping water are a feature of the Polders.

Cantons: The term used to describe the political divisions of Switzerland.

Water Table: The margin of the earth below which the layers of soil are saturated with water.

A Tributary is the name given to a stream which empties itself into the main river as it flows to the sea. A tributary is also known as an Affluent.

A Confluence is the place where a tributary joins the main stream.

A Flood Plain is a plain which is liable to flooding by the overflowing of a river which has become swollen by heavy rains or melting snows. A flood plain is built up of deposits of fertile alluvial soil left by the river after the floods have subsided.

A Waterfall is a steep descent or fall in the flowing of a river. Large Waterfalls are called 

Cataracts; smaller ones are known as Cascades.

An Avalanche is a mass of snow and ice which breaks loose from the snow-clad mountains and slips down the mountain sides with terrific force.

A Glacier is a huge sheet of ice formed from compressed snow which glides slowly down the mountain sides or valleys.

A Moraine is the name given to the debris left after a glacier has melted.

An Iceberg is the name given to a large mass of ice floating in the sea. Icebergs are really part of a glacier which break off and fall into the sea when the glacier reaches the coast unmelted. The bulk of an iceberg is submerged, only about one-tenth being visible above the surface of the water;,

Government of Australia 

The Government of the Commonwealth of Australia is a federal democratic administrative authority of Australia. Australia’s system of government reflects both British and North American influences. Australia is governed by both the federal government and the state and territory governments. Queen Elizabeth II is Australia’s head of state under a constitutional monarchy. Australia is a member of the Commonwealth.

Governor-General Of The Government Of Australia

The Governor-General, representing the Monarch of Australia, is currently Queen Elizabeth II, in Australia. Governor General is appointed by the Queen, acting upon advice from the Prime Minister. The Governor-General is mandated with numerous head-of-state duties under the Constitution. He is the Commander-in-Chief of the country’s defense forces. The Governor-General gives assent to laws passed by Parliament and appoints high commissioners, ambassadors, federal judges, and ministers. The Governor-General also issues writs for elections, sets up royal commissions of inquiry, awards Australian honors, opens Parliament and welcomes visiting the head of states. The Governor-General mainly acts on advice from ministers, but he may forego this advice to utilize his/her reserve powers. These powers may include dismissing the Prime Minister if he acts unlawfully or in the event of Parliament’s loss of confidence, appointing the Prime Minister, refusal to dissolve the House of Representatives against the advice of the Prime Minister. The incumbent Governor General is Sir Peter Cosgrove who took office on March 28, 2014.

Federal Government Of Australia

The Federal government is mandated with specific areas of governance by the Constitution. These areas are defense, foreign matters, taxation, and postal and telecommunication services. The Federal government is comprised of the three arms of government, namely Legislature, Judiciary and Executive.

Legislature - The federal legislature is composed of the House of Representatives and the Senate. Each state and territory elect one member to the House of Representatives and 12 members from the states, and two from the territories are elected to the Senate. The legislature passes legislation, debates on matters concerning public policy and approves or disapproves government’s proposals on taxation and expenditure.

Judiciary - The High Court and Federal Courts make up the federal judicature. The High Court is mandated to interpret the Constitution, resolve legal disputes between the House of Representatives and Senate and to listen to Appeals from lower courts

Executive - Executive power is exercised by the Prime Minister and the Cabinet. The Prime Minister leads the party with the majority members in the government. The Prime Minister appoints Ministers, who takes care of their assigned departments. The Executive is in charge of policy making.

State Government Of Australia

The Commonwealth of Australia has six states, namely Victoria, Western Australia, New South Wales, South Australia, Tasmania, and Queensland. Each of these states has their own constitution, which provides for the legislature, judiciary, and executive divisions. Each state government self-governs on matters not controlled by the federal government and is headed by the Premier.

Territory Government Of Australia

Territories are regions not claimed by any of the states. Three territories have acquired a limited right to self-governance from the federal government. These territories are Australian Capital Territory, Northern Territory, and Norfolk Island. The rest of the territories are governed by the Commonwealth Law. These territories are Christmas Island, Jervis Bay Territory, Ashmore and Cartier Islands, Cocos (Keeling) Islands, Coral Sea Islands, Australian Antarctic Territory, and Territory of Heard Island and Mcdonald Islands.

Local Governments

Local Governments or Local Council operate under the state or territory governments. The local government oversees numerous concerns such as waste collection and management, public recreation facilities, community safety, community health services, town planning, and maintenance of physical infrastructure.

CIVICS

Civics has been defined as the science of citizenship and municipal government. The Study of Civics in Schools is intended to help children to become " upright and useful members of the community in which they live, and worthy sons and daughters of the country to which they belong."

THE BRITISH COMMONWEALTH OF NATIONS

The British Empire or the British Commonwealth of Nations, of which we form a part, is the greatest Empire the world has ever seen.

It consists of:

The United Kingdom which comprises (a) Great Britain (England, Wales and Scotland); (b) Northern Ireland; (c) The Channel Islands and the Isle of Man.

The Self-Governing Dominions of Canada, Australia, New Zealand, the Union of South Africa, Ceylon and Ghana. (India and Pakistan are in the unique position of being Republics within the Commonwealth.)

The Dominions are territories within the British Empire which enjoy full self-government or Dominion Status. In the words of the Balfour Declaration—The Dominions are "autonomous communities within the British Empire, equal in status, in no way subordinate, one to another in any aspect of their domestic or external affairs, though united by a common allegiance to the Crown, and freely associated as members of the British Commonwealth of Nations."

(3)
Crown Colonies. These are the non-self-governing territories of the British Empire. They are administered by Governors appointed by the Secretary of State for the Colonies. In the more advanced Crown Colonies the Governor is assisted by an Executive Council and a Legis​lative Council which may be wholly or partly elected and/
or wholly or partly nominated.

GOVERNMENT   OF   THE   UNITED   KINGDOM

The Government of the United Kingdom is vested in the Queen, and the Two Houses of Parliament—The House of Lords and the House of Commons.

The Queen: The Executive function of the Queen or Crown is really performed by the Ministry—the body of Ministers who act in the Queen's name. However, before a Bill becomes law it has to receive the Queen's approval or Royal Assent as it is called. By custom or convention once a Bill has passed through both Houses of Parliament the Queen never refuses to assent to it. The last occasion on which a Sovereign exercised the Veto was in 1707 when Queen Anne refused to assent to the Scotch Militia Bill.

The House of Lords:

The House of Lords or Upper House is comprised of:

The Lords Spiritual. These are the Archbishop of Canter​bury, the Archbishop of York, the Bishops of London, Durham, and Winchester and twenty-one Senior Bishops. There are 26 Lords Spiritual.

The Lords Temporal, who comprise:

(a) English Peers; (b) Peers of Great Britain; (c) Peers of the United Kingdom; (d) Sixteen Scottish Representative Peers; (e) Twenty-eight Irish Peers elected for life.

(c)
Lords of Appeal in Ordinary: Seven Lords of Appeal in
ordinary, or Law Lords who are appointed to serve as
permanent Judges in the House of Lords Judicial Committee,
which is the Highest Appeal Court in the British Empire.

There are more than 800 members in the House of Lords. They are graded thus—Dukes, Marquises, Earls, Viscounts, Barons.

Since 1911 the House of Lords has no power to stop a Money Bill passed by the House of Commons, and since 1949 it has only a suspensive veto of one year over other Bills. In other words the Lords can delay any measure (other than a Money Bill) passed by the House of 

Commons from becoming law for a period of one year.

The House of Commons is the third and most important Estate of the Realm. It is referred to as the Lower House although the House of Commons stands on the same floor as the House of Lords in the Parliament Buildings.

The members of the House of Commons are all elected on an almost universal franchise. Every person can exercise the vote (provided he or she is not legally disqualified) so long as that person is a British Subject who has attained the age of twenty-one, and has the necessary residence or business qualification.

The House of Commons consists at present of 630 members. These members are returned to Parliament as representatives of either Boroughs, or Counties.

Party Government. The real Government of Great Britain, however, is the party which has a majority in the House of Commons. There are three main Parties in Parliament—the Conservative Party, the Labour Party and the Liberal Party—and the Government is named after the Party which gains the most seats at a General Election. The present Government (in 1957) is the Conservative Government.

The Prime Minister. As soon as the results of a General Election have been declared Her Majesty sends for the leader of the Party which has a majority in the House of Commons and asks him to form a Government. This Party Leader henceforth becomes the Prime Minister.

The Ministry and Cabinet. The Prime Minister then selects about fifty or sixty persons from his own Party who are members of one or other of the Houses of Parliament and appoints them as Heads of the Chief Departments of State. The Queen makes these Ministers of State Privy Councillors if they are not so already, and they form what is known as the Ministry.

From this large body of Ministers the Prime Minister selects a small group representing the ablest and perhaps the most experienced members, and these, with himself as head, form the Cabinet. The Cabinet usually consists of between 20 and 22 members.

The following Ministers are usually in the Cabinet. The Lord

Chancellor, the First Lord of the Treasury, the eight Secretaries of State, the Chancellor of the Exchequer, the Lord President of the Privy Council.

The history of the Cabinet System is interesting. From earliest times the Sovereigns of England had a body of trusted advisers who became known as PRIVY COUNCILLORS. When King Charles II came to the throne he found this large body of Privy Councilors too unwieldy. As he did not care to discuss important matters of state with so many Councilors he selected a few of his favourites from among them as his closest advisers and would consult them before presenting any matter to the Privy Council. These used to meet in the King's Cabinet, hence the name CABINET.

This action of the King was very unpopular and the Cabinet was contemptuously referred to as the CABAL, a word formed from the initial letters of the surnames of the King's favourites—Clifford, Arlington, Buckingham, Ashley, Lauderdale. Nevertheless the Cabinet system continued to grow.

George I and George II were Germans who succeeded to the throne of England. As they could not speak English they ceased to attend Cabinet Meetings and delegated the minister who commanded the respect of his colleagues to preside at the Cabinet Meetings in the King's stead. This PRIME MINISTER afterwards reported the decisions of the Cabinet to the King. From that time the Sovereign has never presided at a Cabinet Meeting and it has now become an established custom that he should not do so.

Grammar and syntax

Grammar deals with the structure and use of words, and of how these words relate to, or are connected to other words in a sentence, and with how that relationship can change, depending on whereabouts in the sentence the words are used, and with how individual words can be changed and modified.

Syntax  deals with the structure of sentences, and of how words in a sentence can be  arranged to provide a clear meaning, and with the correct way of using words in a sentence.

Though Grammar differs from Syntax, both are so intertwined that little reference is made to their different structure and use; often one depends on the other.

SENTENCES

A Sentence is a group, or unit, of words, so connected that they make complete sense. and say something about someone or something else.

In order to tell something about someone or something else, a Sentence must have both a Subject and a Predicate.


Example of a sentence:  Jason rides his bicycle to school.
The Subject of a sentence is that part of the sentence that tells WHO or WHAT we are talking about, that is, what the sentence is about.  In the sentence above, we are talking about Jason; so the subject is Jason.

The Predicate of a sentence is that part of the sentence that tells WHAT the subject does, or did, or said, etc,  In the sentence above, the predicate is  rides his bicycle to school.

Whom were we talking about?  We were talking about Jason.


So Jason  is the subject of the sentence.


What were we saying about Jason?

We were saying that Jason rides his bicycle to school.
So, rides his bicycle to school is the predicate of the sentence.

In order to say something meaningful about the subject, the predicate must have a doing,  or saying , or telling, word.  Such a word is also called an action  word.  The proper grammatical term to use is VERB.

In the sentence, Jason rides his bicycle to school,  the verb, or action word, is rides.  What does Jason do?  He rides  (his bicycle to school,)  {Jason does not carry his bicycle, or push it, or drag it.  What he does is ride it.} 

The Subject must be some-one or some-thing, so it must have a name.  Every person or thing must have a name.  That name is called a NOUN.  The name, Jason, is a noun.

A Noun is the name of any person, place or thing.

In the sentence, Jason rides his bicycle to school, there are three nouns:   Jason, bicycle and school.
Sometimes a sentence reads more easily if a thing or person is not referred to by its name but by a substitute word.


Instead of the sentence above about Jason we could have written:


Jason is riding Jason’s bicycle to school.

This would still be an accurate, and a grammatically correct, statement, but its syntax would be poor.  It is much better to provide a substitute word for the second Jason, and so we do:


Jason is riding his bicycle to school.


The substitute word, his, is called a PRONOUN.

Verbs, Nouns and Pronouns are all PARTS OF SPEECH.  Other Parts of Speech are ADJECTIVES, ADVERBS, PREPOSITIONS and

CONJUNCTIONS.

An Adjective is a word that tells more about, or qualifies, a Noun.

Examples are:  blue flowers, happy child, three months, full moon, first prize.

An Adverb is a word that tells more about, or qualifies, a Verb.


Jason slowly rides his bicycle to school.

A Preposition is a word that shows the relationship, or connection, between Nouns.


The kitten is in the box.


The kitten is beside the box.


The kitten is under the box.

A Conjunction is a word that joins other words, or phrases or clauses or sentences, together.


We need to buy some apples and oranges.

The girl in the blue dress and carrying a bunch of flowers is my cousin.

Let us go to the beach and have a swim, but we must return early.

All these parts of speech will be discussed more fully later.  Their use, and the relationships between them, form the province of GRAMMAR.

OHER TERMS

Alphabetical Order
Alphabetical Order refers to the arrangement of words in the order in which the initial letter appears in the alphabet.  Words in a dictionary, and names in a telephone directory, appear in alphabetical order.


Examples:  apple, bun, cat, dog, egg, flower, goat..


If several words begin with the same letter, then the second letter determines the order, and if these are the same, then the third letter, and so on.


Ape, apple, apply, aptitude, optical, optician. I

Word Order
Word Order refers to the logical order of words in a sentence in order that the sentence be intelligible:


Door the lock make you sure.  Incorrect.  


Make sure you lock the door.  Correct.

Paragraph
A Paragraph is a group of sentences that discusses the same thing.

To become a good dog doctor, it is necessary to love, and to understand, dogs.  Never forget that the mentality of one dog is totally different from that of another.  The sharp wit that sparkles in the quick eye of a fox terrier, for instance, reflects a mental activity totally different from the serene wisdom that shines in the eye of a St Bernard.

Three sentences, but all discussing the one thing.

Topic Sentence

The Topic Sentence refers to the chief sentence in a paragraph, usually, but not necessarily, the first sentence.  The topic sentence is the sentence that tells what the paragraph is discussing.  In the paragraph above, the topic sentence is:

To become a good dog doctor, it is necessary to love, and to understand, dogs. 

The remaining sentences in the paragraph support the topic sentence.

Phrase

A Phrase is a group of words without a verb, but which adds meaning to the other words in the sentence.


The boy in the brown shirt was sitting under a tree.

The main  part of the sentence is:  The boy is sitting.

Which boy?  The boy in the brown shirt.

Where was the boy sitting?  He was sitting under a tree.  So in the brown shirt and under the tree


are both phrases.

Clause
A Clause is a group, or unit, of words that forms part of a sentence and that includes both a subject and a predicate and adds to the meaning of other words in the sentence.

The boy, who had been riding his bicycle too fast, failed to take the corner and landed in the ditch.

There are three clauses in this sentence:


The boy failed to take the corner.


who had been riding his bicycle too fast,


(The boy) landed in the ditch.

Participle
A Participle is a word that has the functions of both a verb and an adjective.  It is a verbal adjective.

The burning candle was placed too close to the curtains and set both them and the house on fire.

Burning is a participle.  It describes an action, burning, so is part verb, but at the same times describes the candle, so is part adjective.

Participles can also form part of a verb.


The boy is running.


The girl is swimming.


The tree has fallen across the road.

Running, swimming and fallen are all participles.

Gerund

A Gerund is a verbal noun, functioning as both verb and noun.


Jenny loves swimming.   Swimming is a gerund.

Synonyms are words that are similar in meaning.



small/little/tiny       quick/fast/speedy
Antonyms are words that are opposite in meaning.



small/large    quick/slow    high/low

Homonyms are words which have the same pronunciation (sound the same) but which are different in spelling and meaning.


one/won   to/too/two   be/bee   blue/blew

A Prefix consists of one or more letters placed at the beginning of a word to create a derivative word:


fix/prefix   logical/illogical   happy/unhappy.


‘pre-’  ‘il-’   and ‘un-‘  are all prefixes.

FIGURES 0F SPEECH

A Simile  is a phrase that describes one thing in terms of another.  A simile usually begins with like or as.


The air was so still, the lake was like glass.

‘like glass’ is a simile, comparing the surface of the lake to glass.

The greyhound moved as gracefully as a swallow in flight. 


‘as gracefully as a swallow in flight’ is a simile.

A Metaphor compares one thing with another by applying a noun or phrase to an object or activity to which it would not normally apply.


The wind was a torrent of darkness among the gusty trees,


The moon was a ghostly galleon tossed upon cloudy seas,

The road was a ribbon of moonlight over the purple moor,

And the highwayman came riding –

Riding – riding –

The highwayman came riding, up to the old inn door.

Personification refers to the use of the pronouns he or she, or of another word, to give personality to something which is not a person.

Just look at that ship; she rides the water so 

gracefully.

The heart of the matter; the mouth of the river.

The Sun came up upon the left,

Out of the sea came he!

And he shone bright, and on the right

Went down into the sea.

Alliteration refers to the repetition of the same letter or syllable at the beginning of two or more words, close together in a sentence:


Ruin seize thee, ruthless king!


A load of learning lumbering in his head.


Wilful waste makes woeful want.


The fair breeze blew, the white foam flew,


The furrow followed free.


We were the first that ever burst


Into that silent sea.   

Onomatopoæia refers to words in which the sense is represented by the sound.  Or, as the poet, Alexander Pope, said, ‘The sound is made an echo of the sense.’

We can think of the quacking of ducks, the purring of cats, the barking of dogs, the baaing of lambs.

And this, from a poem about an office worker on a hot day, seeing an ice cart go by, imagining himself in the cool Arctic regions, buried 

Beneath a gentle drift of snow,


Snow drifting gently, fine and white


Out of the endless Polar night,


Falling and falling evermore


Upon that far untravelled shore,


Till I was buried fathoms deep


Beneath that cold white drifting sleep,

Sleep drifting deep,

Deep drifting sleep….

The carter clutched a sudden whip:

I clutched my stool with startled grip,

Awakening to the grimy heat

Of that intolerable street.

Human relationship or the art of living

1. This is an important element of good citizenship. This calls for (a) consideration for the feelings of others; (b) respect for the other person's point of view; (c) co-operation.

(a) Consideration for the feelings of others

Jesus puts it this way: " Do unto others as you would have others do unto you." Think how much better our society would be if we all tried to be

(i) Less selfish; 

(ii) Conscious of the dignity of human personality; 

(iii) Appreciative of the efforts of other people; 

(iv) More humane; 

(v) Obedient and respectful to those in authority over us; 

(vi) Better users of the Queen's Highway.

So many of us want everything for ourselves and our families. Let us remember that other people have as much right to happiness and the good things oj this world as we. We should all try to bear one another s burdens by acts of helpjulness when the need arises.

In the eyes of God all men are equal. Every person, regardless of his station in life has a dignity and importance jar greater than the lower animals. He or she is a human being and should be treated as such.

All of us are proud of the things we do. Let us cultivate a sense of gratitude—the habit of giving due praise and thanks to people for what they do for us, or what they do for others because of us. Little gifts of flowers, Birthday or Christmas Cards bring happiness both to the donor and the recipient. Also we must not be too ready to blame others, for we all make mistakes.

We must try to avoid the bullying, aggressive, scowling and critical attitude in our relations with our friends or subordinates.

We must not be insubordinate to our superiors. Insubordination is distasteful to any employer. It antagonises him and begets retaliation and victimisation. In the long run it is the employee who suffers.

If we only gave a thought to the untold misery which road accidents bring to the homes of so many families, we would all develop a better road sense and observe the Highway Code.

(b)
Respect for the other person's point of view

This would be a dull and monotonous world if we all thought alike. It is said that variety is the spice of life. None of us has a monopoly of brains or ideas. We must therefore learn to be tolerant of the views and opinions of others. Don't do all the talking. Listen to what the other persons have to say even if their view on a question is not the same as yours. There may be a lot in what they have to say.

(c)
Co-operation

It requires little thought to realise that we have to depend on each other at every turn of our lives. Production under the modern system is based on " division of labour " or " special-sation," whereby several kinds of workers have to co-operate to turn out one finished manufactured article. Similarly no one today could be entirely self-sufficient in every respect. Every person has to depend on the labour of other people for certain commodities which he cannot produce himself. Thus all workers are dependent on other workers whether they be agricultural, manual, factory, technical, clerical, administrative or professional workers.

Service to the Community

This is one of the noblest duties of the citizen. A number of voluntary organisations such as the Red Cross Society, Child Welfare League, Boy Scout Movement, Girl Guide Movement, Literary and Cultural Clubs etc. offer innumerable opportunities for people to render service to the community. Incidentally, these organisations help to develop in their members the qualities of leadership and a sense of responsibility, and aim to produce the kind of citizen our country needs at the present time.

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Kings & Queens of Britain

SAXON KINGS

EGBERT 827 - 839
Egbert (Ecgherht) was the first monarch to establish a stable and extensive rule over all of Anglo-Saxon England. After returning from exile at the court of Charlemagne in 802, he regained his kingdom of Wessex. Following his conquest of Mercia in 827, he controlled all of England south of the Humber. After further victories in Northumberland and North Wales, he is recognised by the title Bretwalda (Anglo-Saxon, "ruler of the British". A year before he died aged almost 70, he defeated a combined force of Danes and Cornish at Hingston Down in Cornwall. He is buried at Winchester in Hampshire.

[image: image31.wmf]AETHELWULF 839-856
King of Wessex, son of Egbert and father of Alfred the Great. In 851 Aethelwulf defeated a Danish army at the battle of Oakley while his eldest son Althelstan fought and beat the Danes at sea off the coast of Kent, in what is believed to be the first naval battle. A highly religous man, Athelwulf travelled to Rome with his son Alfred to see the Pope in 855.

AETHELBALD 856 - 860
The eldest son of Aethelwulf, Æthelbald was born around 834. He was crowned at Kingston-upon-Thames in southwest London, after forcing his father to abdicate upon his return from pilgrimage to Rome. Following his fathers death in 858, he married his widowed stepmother Judith, but under pressure from the church the marriage was annulled after only a year. He is buried at Sherbourne Abbey in Dorset.

AETHELBERT 860 - 866 
Became king following the death of his brother Æthelbald. Like his brother and his father, Aethelbert (pictured to the right) was crowned at Kingston-Upon-Thames. Shortly after his succession a Danish army landed and sacked Winchester before being defeated by the Saxons. In 865 the Viking Great Heathen Army landed in East Anglia and swept across England. He is buried at Sherborne Abbey.

AETHELRED I 866 - 871 
Aethelred succeeded his brother Aethelbert. His reign was one long struggle with the Danes who had occupied York in 866, establishing the Viking kingdom of Yorvik. When the Danish Army moved south Wessex itself was threatened, and so together with his brother Alfred, they fought several battles with the Vikings at Reading, Ashdown and Basing. Aethelred suffered serious injuries during the next major battle at Meretun in Hampshire; he died of his wounds shortly after at Witchampton in Dorset, where he was buried.

ALFRED THE GREAT 871 - 899 - son of AETHELWULF
Born at Wantage in Berkshire around 849, Alfred was well educated and is said to have visited Rome on two occasions. He had proven himself to be a strong leader in many battles, and as a wise ruler managed to secure five uneasy years of peace with the Danes, before they attacked Wessex again in 877. Alfred was forced to retreat to a small island in the Somerset Levels and it was from here that he masterminded his comeback, perhaps 'burning the cakes' as a consequence. With major victories at Edington, Rochester and London, Alfred established Saxon Christian rule over first Wessex, and then on to most of England. To secure his hard won boundaries Alfred founded a permanent army and an embryonic Royal Navy. To secure his place in history, he began the Anglo-Saxon Chronicles.
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EDWARD (The Elder) 899 - 924
Succeeded his father Alfred the Great. Edward retook southeast England and the Midlands from the Danes. Following the the death of his sister Aethelflaed of Mercia, Edward unites the kingdoms of Wessex and Mercia. In 923, the Anglo-Saxon Chronicles record that the Scottish King Constantine II recognises Edward as "father and lord". The following year, Edward is killed in a battle against the Welsh near Chester. His body is returned to Winchester for burial.

ATHELSTAN 924 - 939
Son of Edward the Elder, Athelstan extended the boundaries of his kingdom at the Battle of Brunanburh in 937. In what is said to be one of the bloodiest battles ever fought on British soil, Athelstan defeated a combined army of Scots, Celts, Danes and Vikings, claiming the title of King of all Britain. The battle saw for the first time individual Anglo-Saxon kingdoms being brought together to create a single and unified England. Athelstan is buried in Malmesbury, Wiltshire.

EDMUND 939 - 946
Succeeded his half-bother Athelastan as king at the tender age of 18, having already fought alongside him at the Batlle of Brunanburh two years earlier. He re-established Anglo-Saxon control over northern England, which had fallen back under Scandanavian rule following the death of Athelstan. Aged just 25, and whilst celebrating the feast of Augustine, Edmund was stabbed by a robber in his royal hall at Pucklechurch near Bath. His two sons, Eadwig and Edgar, were perhaps considered  too young to become kings.

EADRED 946 - 955 
The son of Edward the Elder by his third marriage to Eadgifu, Eadred succeeded his brother Edmund following his premature death. He followed in the family tradition of defeating Norsemen, expelling the last Scandanavian King of York, Eric Bloodaxe, in 954. A deeply religious man, Eadred suffered a serious stomach ailment that would eventually prove fatal. Eadred died in his early 30s, unmarried and without an heir, at Frome in Somerset. He is buried in Winchester.

EADWIG 955 - 959
The eldest son of Edmund I, Eadwig was about 16 when he was crowned king at Kingston-upon-Thames in southeast London. Legend has it that his coronation had to be delayed to allow Bishop Dunstan to prise Eadwig from his bed, and from between the arms of his "strumpet" and the strumpets' mother. Perhaps unimpressed by the interruption, Eadwig had Dunstan exiled to France. Eadwig died in Gloucester when he was just 20, the circumstances of his death are not recorded.

EDGAR 959 - 975
The youngest son of Edmund I, Edgar had been in dispute with his brother concerning succession to the throne for some years. Following Eadwig's mysterious death, Edgar immediately recalled Dunstan from exile, making him Archbishop of Canterbury as well as his personal advisor. Following his carefully planned (by Dunstan) coronation in Bath in 973, Edgar marched his army to Chester, to be met by six kings of Britain. The kings, including the King of Scots, King of Strathclyde and various princes of Wales, are said to have signalled their allegience to Edgar by rowing him in his state barge accross the River Dee.

EDWARD THE MARTYR 975 - 978
Eldest son of Edgar, Edward was crowned king when aged just 12. Although supported by Archbishop Dunstan, his claim to the throne was contested by supporters of his much younger half-brother Aethelred. The resulting dispute between rival factions within the church and nobility almost led to civil war in England. Edward's short reign ended when he was murdered at Corfe Castle by followers of Aethelred, after just two and half years as king. The title 'martyr' was a consequence of him being seen as a victim of his stepmother's ambitions for her own son Aethelred.
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AETHELRED II THE UNREADY 978 - 1016
Aethelred was unable to organise resistance against the Danes, earning him the nickname 'unready', or 'badly advised'. He became king aged about 10, but fled to Normandy in 1013 when Sweyn Forkbeard, King of the Danes invaded England.

Sweyn was pronounced King of England on Christmas Day 1013 and made his capital at Gainsborough, Lincolnshire. He died just 5 weeks later.

Aethelred returned in 1014 after Sweyn's death. The remainder of Aethelred's reign was one of a constant state of war with Sweyn's son Canute.

EDMUND II IRONSIDE 1016 - 1016
The son of Aethelred II, Edmund had led the resistance to Canute's invasion of England since 1015. Following the death of his father, he was chosen king by the good folk of London. The Witan (the king's council) however elected Canute. Following his defeat at the Battle of Assandun, Aethelred made a pact with Canute to divide the kingdom between them. Edmund died later that year, probably assassinated.

CANUTE (CNUT THE GREAT) THE DANE 1016 - 1035
Canute became king of all England following the death of Edmund II. The son of Sweyn Forkbeard, he ruled well and gained favour with his English subjects by sending most of his army back to Denmark. In 1017, Canute married Emma of Normandy, the widow of Aethelred II and divided England into the four earldoms of East Anglia, Mercia, Northumbria and Wessex. Perhaps inspired by his pilgrimage to Rome in 1027, legend has it that he wanted to demonstrate to his subjects that as a king he was not a god, he ordered the tide not to come in, knowing this would fail.

HAROLD I 1035 - 1040
Also known as Harold Harefoot, in recognition of his speed and skill as a hunter. Harold was the illegitimate son of Canute, he claimed the English crown on the death of his father whilst his half-brother Harthacanute, the rightful heir, was in Denmark fighting to protect his Danish kingdom. Harold died three years into his reign, just weeks before Harthacanute was due to invade England with an army of Danes. He was buried in Westminster Abbey before Harthacanute had his body dug up, beheaded, and thrown into the Thames. His bits were later gathered and re-buried at St. Clement Danes in London.

HARTHACANUTE 1040 - 1042
The son of Cnut the Great and Emma of Normandy, Harthacanute sailed to England with his mother, accompanied by a fleet of 62 warships, and was immediately accepted as king. Perhaps to appease his mother, the year before he died Harthacanute invited his half-brother Edward, Emma's son from her first marriage to Aethelred the Unready, back from exile in Normandy. Harthacanute died at a wedding whilst toasting the health of the bride; he was aged just 24 and was the last Danish king to rule England

EDWARD THE CONFESSOR 1042-1066
Following the death of Harthacanute, Edward restored the rule of the House of Wessex to the English throne. A deeply pious and religious man, he presided over the rebuilding of Westminster Abbey, leaving much of the running of the country to Earl Godwin and his son Harold. Edward died childless, eight days after the building work on Westminster Abbey had finished. With no natural successor, England was faced with a power struggle for control of the throne.

HAROLD II 1066
Despite having no royal bloodline, Harold Godwin was elected king by the Witan (a council of high ranking nobles and religious leaders), following the death of Edward the Confessor. The election result failed to meet with the approval of one William, Duke of Normandy, who claimed that his relative Edward had promised the throne to him several years earlier. Harold defeated an invading Norwegian army at the Battle of Stamford Bridge in Yorkshire, then marched south to confront William of Normandy who had landed his forces in Sussex. The death of Harold at the Battle Of Hastings meant the end of the English Anglo-Saxon kings and the beginning of the Normans.

 

NORMAN KINGS
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WILLIAM I (The Conqueror) 1066- 1087
Also known as William the Bastard (but not normally to his face!), he was the illigitimate son of Robert the Devil, whom he succeeded as Duke of Normandy in 1035. William came to England from Normandy, claiming that his second cousin Edward the Confessor had promised him the throne, and defeated Harold II at the Battle of Hastings on 14th October 1066. In 1085 the Domesday Survey was begun and all of England was recorded, so William knew exactly what his new kingdom contained and how much tax he could raise in order to fund his armies. William died at Rouen after a fall from his horse whilst beseiging the French city of Nantes. He is buried at Caen.
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WILLIAM II (Rufus) 1087- 1100
William was not a popular king, given to extravagance and cruelty. He never married and was killed in the New Forest by a stray arrow whilst out hunting, maybe accidentally, or possibly shot deliberately on the instructions of his younger brother Henry. Walter Tyrrell, one of the hunting party, was blamed for the deed. The Rufus Stone in The New Forest, Hampshire, marks the spot where he fell.
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HENRY I 1100-1135 
Henry Beauclerc was the fourth and youngest son of William I. Well educated, he founded a zoo at Woodstock in Oxfordshire to study animals. He was called the 'Lion of Justice' as he gave England good laws, even if the punishments were ferocious. His two sons were drowned in the White Ship so his daughter Matilda was made his successor. She was married to Geoffrey Plantagenet. When Henry died of food poisoning, the Council considered a woman unfit to rule and so offered the throne to Stephen, a grandson of William I.
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STEPHEN 1135-1154
Stephen was a very weak king and the whole country was almost destroyed by the constant raids by the Scots and the Welsh. During Stephen's reign the Norman barons wielded great power, extorting money and looting town and country. A decade of civil war known as The Anarchy ensued when Matilda invaded from Anjou in 1139. A compromise was eventually decided, under the terms of the Treaty of Westminster Matilda's son Henry Plantagenet would succeed to the throne when Stephen died.

 

PLANTAGENET KINGS
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HENRY II 1154-1189
Henry of Anjou was a strong king. A brilliant soldier, he extended his French lands until he ruled most of France. He laid the foundation of the English Jury System and raised new taxes (scutage) from the landholders to pay for a militia force. Henry is mostly remembered for his quarrel with Thomas A Becket, and Becket's subsequent murder in Canterbury Cathedral on 29th December 1170. His sons turned against him, even his favourite John.
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RICHARD I (The Lionheart) 1189 - 1199
Richard was the third son of Henry II. By the age of 16, he was leading his own army putting down rebellions in France. Although crowned King of England, Richard spent all but 6 months of his reign abroad, preferring to use the taxes from his kingdom to fund his various armies and military ventures. He was the leading Christian commander during the Third Crusade. On his way back from Palestine, Richard was captured and held for ransom. The amount paid for his safe return almost bankrupt the country. Richard died from an arrow-wound, far from the kingdom that he so rarely visited. He had no children.
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JOHN 1199 -1216
John Lackland was the fourth child of Henry II. Short and fat, he was jealous of his dashing brother Richard I whom he succeeded. He was cruel, self-indulgent, selfish and avaricious, and the raising of punitive taxes united all the elements of society, clerical and lay, against him. The Pope excommunicated him. On 15th June 1215 at Runnymede the barons compelled John to sign Magna Carta, the Great Charter, which reinstated the rights of all his subjects. John died - from over-eating - a fugitive from all his enemies. He has been termed "the worst English king".
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HENRY III 1216 -1272
Henry was 9 years old when he became king. Brought up by priests he became devoted to church, art and learning. He was a weak man, dominated by churchmen and easily influenced by his wife's French relations. In 1264 Henry was captured during the rebellion of barons led by Simon de Montfort and was forced to set up a 'Parlement' at Westminster, the start of the House of Commons. Henry was the greatest of all patrons of medieval architecture and ordered the rebuilding of Westminster Abbey in the Gothic style.

 

Monarchs of England and Wales
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EDWARD I 1272 - 1307
Edward Longshanks was a statesman, lawyer and soldier. He formed the Model Parliament in 1295, bringing the knights, clergy and nobility, as well as the Lords and Commons together for the first time. Aiming at a united Britain, he defeated the Welsh chieftains and created his eldest son Prince of Wales. He was known as the 'Hammer of the Scots' for his victories in Scotland and brought the famous coronation stone from Scone to Westminster. When his first wife Eleanor died, he escorted her body from Grantham in Lincolnshire to Westminster, setting up Eleanor Crosses at every resting place. He died on the way to fight Robert Bruce.
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EDWARD II 1307 - deposed 1327
Edward was a weak and incompetent king. He had many 'favourites', Piers Gaveston being the most notorious. He was beaten by the Scots at the Battle of Bannockburn in 1314. Edward was deposed and held captive in Berkeley Castle in Gloucestershire. His wife joined her lover Mortimer in deposing him: by their orders he was murdered in Berkley Castle - as legend has it, by having a red-hot poker thrust up his anus! His beautiful tomb in Gloucester Cathedral was erected by his son, Edward III.
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EDWARD III 1327 - 1377
Son of Edward II, he reigned for 50 years. His ambition to conquer Scotland and France plunged England into the Hundred Years War, beginning in 1338. The two great victories at Crecy and Poitiers made Edward and his son, the Black Prince, the most renowned warriors in Europe, however the war was very expensive. The outbreak of bubonic plague, the 'Black Death' in 1348-1350 killed half the population of England.

RICHARD II 1377 - deposed 1399
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The son of the Black Prince, Richard was extravagant, unjust and faithless. In 1381 came the Peasants Revolt, led by Wat Tyler. The rebellion was put down with great severity. The sudden death of his first wife Anne of Bohemia completely unbalanced Richard and his extravagance, acts of revenge and tyranny turned his subjects against him. In 1399 Henry of Lancaster returned from exile and deposed Richard, becoming elected King Henry IV. Richard was murdered, probably by starvation, in Pontefract Castle in 1400.

 

HOUSE OF LANCASTER
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HENRY IV 1399 - 1413 
The son of John of Gaunt (third son of Edward III), Henry returned from exile in France to reclaim his estates previously seized by Richard II; he was accepted as king by Parliament. Henry spent most of his 13 year reign defending himself against plots, rebellions and assassination attempts. In Wales Owen Glendower declared himself Prince of Wales and led a national uprising against English rule. Back in England, Henry had great difficulty in maintaining the support of both the clery and Pariament and between 1403-08 the Percy family lauched a series of rebellions against him. Henry, the first Lancastrian king, died exhausted, probably of leprosy, at the age of 45.
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HENRY V 1413 - 1422
The son of Henry IV, he was a pious, stern and skilful soldier. Henry had honed his fine soldiering skills putting down the many rebellions launched against his father and had been knighted when aged just 12. He pleased his nobles by renewing the war with France in 1415. In the face of tremendous odds he beat the French at the Battle of Agincourt, losing just 400 of his own soldiers with more than 6,000 Frenchmen killed. On a second expion Henry captured Rouen, was recognised as the next King of France and married Catherine, the daughter of the lunatic French king. Henry died of dysentery whilst campaigning in France and before he could succeed to the French throne, leaving his 10-month old son as King of England and France.
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HENRY VI 1422 - deposed 1461 Beginning of the Wars of the Roses
Gentle and retiring, he came to the throne as a baby and inherited a losing war with France, the Hundred Years War finally ending in 1453 with the loss of all French lands except for Calais. The king had an attack of mental illness that was herary in his mother's family in 1454 and Richard Duke of York was made Protector of the Realm. The House of York challenged Henry VI's right to the throne and England was plunged into civil war. The Battle of St Albans in 1455 was won by the Yorkists. Henry was restored to the throne briefly in 1470. Henry's son, Edward, Prince of Wales was killed at the Battle of Tewkesbury one day before Henry was murdered in the Tower of London in 1471. Henry founded both Eton College and King's College, Cambridge, and every year the Provosts of Eton and King's College lay roses and lilies on the altar which now stands where he died.

 

HOUSE OF YORK
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EDWARD IV 1461- 1483
He was the son of Richard Duke of York and Cicely Neville, and not a popular king. His morals were poor (he had many mistresses and had at least one illegitimate son) and even his contemporaries disapproved of him. Edward had his rebellious brother George, Duke of Clarence, murdered in 1478 on a charge of treason. During his reign the first printing press was established in Westminster by William Caxton. Edward died suddenly in 1483 leaving two sons aged 12 and 9, and five daughters.
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EDWARD V 1483 - 1483 
Edward was actually born in Westminster Abbey, were his mother Elizabeth Woodville had sought sanctuary from Lancastrians during the Wars of the Roses. The eldest son of Edward IV, he succeeded to the throne at the tender age of 13 and reigned for only two months, the shortest-lived monarch in English history. He and his brother Richard were murdered in the Tower of London - it is said on the orders of his uncle Richard Duke of Gloucester. Richard (III) declared The Princes in the Tower illegitimate and named himself rightful heir to the crown.
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RICHARD III 1483 - 1485 End of the Wars of the Roses
Brother of Edward IV. The ruthless extinction of all those who opposed him and the alleged murders of his nephews made his rule very unpopular. In 1485 Henry Richmond, descendant of John of Gaunt, father of Henry IV, landed in west Wales, gathering forces as he marched into England. At the Battle of Bosworth Field in Leicestershire he defeated and killed Richard in what was to be the last important battle in the Wars of the Roses. Archaeological investigations at a car park in Leicester during 2012 revealed a skeleton which was thought to have been that of Richard III, and this was confirmed on the 4th February 2013. His body was re-interred at Leicester Cathedral on 22nd March 2015.

 

THE TUDORS
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HENRY VII 1485 - 1509
When Richard III fell at the Battle of Bosworth, his crown was picked up and placed on the head of Henry Tudor. He married Elizabeth of York and so united the two warring houses, York and Lancaster. He was a skilful politician but avaricious. The material wealth of the country increased greatly. During Henry's reign playing cards were invented and the portrait of his wife Elizabeth has appeared eight times on every pack of cards for nearly 500 years.

 

Monarchs of England, Wales and Ireland

HENRY VIII 1509 - 1547
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The best known fact about Henry VIII is that he had six wives! Most school children learn the following rhyme to help them remember the fate of each wife: "Divorced, Beheaded, Died: Divorced, Beheaded, Survived". His first wife was Catherine of Aragon, his brothers widow, whom he later divorced to marry Anne Boleyn. This divorce caused the split from Rome and Henry declared himself the head of the Church Of England. The Dissolution of the Monasteries began in 1536, and the money gained from this helped Henry to bring about an effective Navy. In an effort to have a son, Henry married four further wives, but only one son was born, to Jane Seymour. Henry had two daughters both to become rulers of England - Mary, daughter of Catherine of Aragon, and Elizabeth, daughter of Anne Boleyn.

EDWARD VI 1547 - 1553
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The son of Henry VIII and Jane Seymour, Edward was a sickly boy; it is thought he suffered from tuberculosis. Edward succeeded his father at the age of 9, the government being carried on by a Council of Regency with his uncle, Duke of Somerset, styled Protector. Even though his reign was short, many men made their mark. Cranmer wrote the Book of Common Prayer and the uniformity of worship helped turn England into a Protestant State. After Edward's death there was a dispute over the succession. As Mary was Catholic, Lady Jane Grey was named as the next in line to the throne. She was proclaimed Queen but Mary entered London with her supporters and Jane was taken to the Tower. She reigned for only 9 days. She was executed in 1554, aged 17.
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MARY I (Bloody Mary) 1553 - 1558
Daughter of Henry VIII and Catherine of Aragon. A devout Catholic, she married Philip of Spain. Mary attempted to enforce the wholesale conversion of England to Catholicism. She carried this out with the utmost severity. The Protestant bishops, Latimer, Ridley and Archbishop Cranmer were among those burnt at the stake. The place, in Broad Street Oxford, is marked by a bronze cross. The country was plunged into a bitter blood bath, which is why she is remembered as Bloody Mary. She died in 1558 at Lambeth Palace in London.

ELIZABETH I 1558-1603 
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The daughter of Henry VIII and Anne Boleyn, Elizabeth was a remarkable woman, noted for her learning and wisdom. From first to last she was popular with the people and had a genius for the selection of capable advisors. Drake, Raleigh, Hawkins, the Cecils, Essex and many many more made England respected and feared. The Spanish Armada was decisively defeated in 1588 and Raleigh's first Virginian colony was founded. The execution of Mary Queen of Scots marred what was a glorious time in English history. Shakespeare was also at the height of his popularity. Elizabeth never married.

 

British Monarchs

THE STUARTS
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JAMES I and VI of Scotland 1603 -1625
James was the son of Mary Queen of Scots and Lord Darnley. He was the first king to rule over Scotland and England. James was more of a scholar than a man of action. In 1605 the Gunpowder Plot was hatched: Guy Fawkes and his Catholic friends tried to blow up the Houses of Parliament, but were captured before they could do so. James's reign saw the publication of the Authorised Version of the Bible, though this caused problems with the Puritans and their attitude towards the established church. In 1620 the Pilgrim Fathers sailed for America in their ship The Mayflower.
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CHARLES 1 1625 - 1649 English Civil War
The son of James I and Anne of Denmark, Charles believed that he ruled by Divine Right. He encountered difficulties with Parliament from the beginning, and this led to the outbreak of the English Civil War in 1642. The war lasted four years and following the defeat of Charles's Royalist forces by the New Model Army, led by Oliver Cromwell, Charles was captured and imprisoned. The House of Commons tried Charles for treason against England and when found guilty he was condemned to death. His death warrant states that he was beheaded on Tuesday 30 January 1649. Following this the British monarchy was abolished and a republic called the Commonwealth of England was declared.

 

THE COMMONWEALTH 
declared May 19th 1649
OLIVER CROMWELL, Lord Protector 1653 - 1658
Cromwell was born at Huntingdon, Cambridgeshire in 1599, the son of a small landowner. He entered Parliament in 1629 and became active in events leading to the Civil War. A leading Puritan figure, he raised cavalry forces and organised the New Model Army, which he led to victory over the Royalists at the Battle of Naseby in 1645. Failing to gain agreement on constitutional change in government with Charles I, Cromwell was a member of a 'Special Commission' that tried and condemned the king to death in 1649. Cromwell declared Britain a republic 'The Commonwealth' and he went on to become its Lord Protector.

Cromwell went on to crush the Irish clans and the Scots loyal to Charles II between 1649 and 1651. In 1653 he finally expelled the corrupt English parliament and with the agreement of army leaders became Lord Protector (King in all but name)

RICHARD CROMWELL, Lord Protector 1658 - 1659
Richard was the third son of Oliver Cromwell, he was appointed the second ruling Lord Protector of England, Scotland and Ireland, serving for just nine months. Unlike his father, Richard lacked military experience and as such failed to gain respect or support from his New Model Army. Richard was eventually 'persuaded' to resign from his position as Lord Protector and exiled himself to France until 1680, when he returned to England.

 

THE RESTORATION

CHARLES II 1660 - 1685
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Son of Charles I, also known as the Merry Monarch. After the collapse of the Protectorate following the death of Oliver Cromwell and the flight of Richard Cromwell to France, the Army and Parliament asked Charles to take the throne. Although very popular he was a weak king and his foreign policy was inept. He had 13 known mistresses, one of whom was Nell Gwyn. He fathered numerous illegitimate children but no heir to the throne. The Great Plague in 1665 and the Great Fire of London in 1666 took place during his reign. Many new buildings were built at this time. St. Paul's Cathedral was built by Sir Christopher Wren and also many churches still to be seen today.
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JAMES II and VII of Scotland 1685 - 1688 
The second surviving son of Charles I and younger brother of Charles II. James had been exiled following the Civil War and served in both the French and Spanish Army. Although James converted to Catholicism in 1670, his two daughters were raised as Protestants. James became very unpopular because of his persecution of the Protestant clergy and was generally hated by the people. Following the Monmouth uprising (Monmouth was an illegitimate son of Charles II and a Protestant) and the Bloody Assizes of Judge Jeffries, Parliament asked the Dutch prince, William of Orange to take the throne.

William was married to Mary, James II's Protestant daughter. William landed in England and James fled to France where he died in exile in 1701.
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WILLIAM III 1689 - 1702 and MARY II 1689 - 1694
On the 5 November 1688, William of Orange sailed his fleet of over 450 ships, unopposed by the Royal Navy, into Torbay harbour and landed his troops in Devon. Gathering local support, he marched his army, now 20,000 strong, on to London in The Glorious Revolution. Many of James II's army had defected to support William, as well as James's other daughter Anne. William and Mary were to reign jointly, and William was to have the Crown for life after Mary died in 1694. James plotted to regain the throne and in 1689 landed in Ireland. William defeated James at the Battle of the Boyne and James fled again to France, as guest of Louis XIV.
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ANNE 1702 - 1714
Anne was the second daughter of James II. She had 17 pregnancies but only one child survived - William, who died of smallpox aged just 11. A staunch, high church Protestant, Anne was 37 years old when she succeeded to the throne. Anne was a close friend of Sarah Churchill, the Duchess of Marlborough. Sarah's husband the Duke of Marlborough commanded the English Army in the War of Spanish Succession, winning a series of major battles with the French and gaining the country an influence never before attained in Europe. It was during Anne's reign that the United Kingdom of Great Britain was created by the Union of England and Scotland.
After Anne's death the succession went to the nearest Protestant relative of the Stuart line. This was Sophia, daughter of Elizabeth of Bohemia, James I 's only daughter, but she died a few weeks before Anne and so the throne succeeded to her son George.

 

THE HANOVARIANS
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GEORGE I 1714 -1727
Son of Sophia and the Elector of Hanover, great-grandson of James I. The 54 year old George arrived in England able to speak only a few words of English with his 18 cooks and 2 mistresses in tow. George never learned English, so the conduct of national policy was left to the government of the time with Sir Robert Walpole becoming Britain's first Prime Minister. In 1715 the Jacobites (followers of James Stuart, son of James II) attempted to supplant George, but the attempt failed. George spent little time in England - he preferred his beloved Hanover, although he was implicated in the South Sea Bubble financial scandal of 1720.

GEORGE II 1727 - 1760
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Only son of George I. He was more English than his father, but still relied on Sir Robert Walpole to run the country. George was the last English king to lead his army into battle at Dettingen in 1743. In 1745 the Jacobites tried once again to restore a Stuart to the throne. Prince Charles Edward Stuart, 'Bonnie Prince Charlie'. landed in Scotland. He was routed at Culloden Moor by the army under the Duke of Cumberland, known as 'Butcher' Cumberland. Bonnie Prince Charlie escaped to France with the help of Flora MacDonald, and finally died a drunkard's death in Rome.

GEORGE III 1760 - 1820
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He was a grandson of George II and the first English-born and English-speaking monarch since Queen Anne. His reign was one of elegance and the age of some of the greatest names in English literature - Jane Austen, Byron, Shelley, Keats and Wordsworth. It was also the time of great statesmen like Pitt and Fox and great captains like Wellington and Nelson. in 1773 the 'Boston Tea Party' was the first sign of the troubles that were to come in America. The American Colonies proclaimed their independence on July 4th 1776. George was well meaning but suffered from a mental illness due to intermittent porphyria and eventually became blind and insane. His son ruled as Prince Regent after 1811 until George's death.
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GEORGE IV 1820 - 1830
Known as the 'First Gentleman of Europe'. He had a love of art and architecture but his private life was a mess, to put it mildly! He married twice, once in 1785 to Mrs. Fitzherbert, secretly as she was a Catholic, and then in 1795 to Caroline of Brunswick. Mrs. Fitzherbert remained the love of his life. Caroline and George had one daughter, Charlotte in 1796 but she died in 1817. George was considered a great wit, but was also a buffoon and his death was hailed with relief!

WILLIAM IV 1830 - 1837
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Known as the 'Sailor King' (for 10 years the young Prince William, brother of George IV, served in the Royal Navy), he was the third son of George III. Before his accession he lived with a Mrs. Jordan, an actress, by whom he had ten children. When Princess Charlotte died, he had to marry in order to secure the succession. He married Adelaide of Saxe-Coburg in 1818. He had two daughters but they did not live. He hated pomp and wanted to dispense with the Coronation. The people loved him because of his lack of pretension. During his reign England abolished slavery in the colonies in 1833. The Reform Act was passed in 1832, this extended the franchise to the middle-classes on a basis of property qualifications.
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VICTORIA 1837 - 1901
Victoria was the only child of Princess Victoria of Saxe-Coburg and Edward Duke of Kent, fourth son of George III. The throne Victoria inherited was weak and unpopular. Her Hanovarian uncles had been treated with irreverence. In 1840 she married her cousin Albert of Saxe-Coburg. Albert exerted tremendous influence over the Queen and until his death and was virtual ruler of the country. He was a pillar of respectability and left two legacies to England, the Christmas Tree and the Great Exhibition of 1851. With the money from the Exhibition several institutions were developed, the Victoria and Albert Museum, the Science Museum, Imperial College and the Royal Albert Hall. The Queen withdrew from public life after the death of Albert in 1861 until her Golden Jubilee in 1887. Her reign saw the British Empire double in size and in 1876 the Queen became Empress of India, the 'Jewel in the Crown'. When Victoria died in 1901, the British Empire and British world power had reached their highest point. She had nine children, 40 grand-children and 37 great-grandchildren, scattered all over Europe.
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EDWARD VII 1901 - 1910
A much loved king, the opposite of his dour father. He loved horse-racing, gambling and women! This Edwardian Age was one of elegance. Edward had all the social graces and many sporting interests, yachting and horse-racing - his horse Minoru won the Derby in 1909. Edward married the beautiful Alexandra of Denmark in 1863 and they had six children. The eldest, Edward Duke of Clarence, died in 1892 just before he was to marry Princess Mary of Teck. When Edward died in 1910 it is said that Queen Alexandra brought his current mistress Mrs. Keppel to his bedside to take her farewell. His best known mistress was Lillie Langtry, the 'Jersey Lily'

GEORGE V 1910 - 1936
George had not expected to be king, but when his elder brother died he became the heir-apparent. He had joined the Navy as a cadet in 1877 and loved the sea. He was a bluff, hearty man with a 'quarter-deck' manner. In 1893 he married Princess Mary of Teck, his dead brother's fiancee. His years on the throne were difficult; the First World War in 1914 - 1918 and the troubles in Ireland which lead to the creation of the Irish Free State were considerable problems. In 1932 he began the royal broadcasts on Christmas Day and in 1935 he celebrated his Silver Jubilee. His latter years were overshadowed by his concern about the Prince of Wales and his infatuation with Mrs. Simpson.
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EDWARD VIII June 1936 - abdicated December 1936
Edward was the most popular Prince of Wales England has ever had. Consequently when he renounced the throne to marry Mrs. Wallis Simpson the country found it almost impossible to believe. The people as a whole knew nothing about Mrs. Simpson until early in December 1936. Mrs. Simpson was an American, a divorcee and had two husbands still living. This was unacceptable to the Church as Edward had stated that he wanted her to be crowned with him at the Coronation which was to take place the following May. Edward abdicated in favour of his brother and took the title, Duke of Windsor. He went to live abroad.
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GEORGE VI 1936 - 1952
George was a shy and nervous man with a very bad stutter, the exact opposite of his brother the Duke of Windsor, but he had inherited the steady virtues of his father George V. He was very popular and well loved by the English people. The prestige of the throne was low when he became king but his wife Elizabeth and his mother Queen Mary were outstanding in their support of him.
The Second World War started in 1939 and throughout the King and Queen set an example of courage and fortitude. They remained at Buckingham Palace for the duration of the war in spite of the bombing. The Palace was bombed more than once. The two Princesses, Elizabeth and Margaret, spent the war years at Windsor Castle. George was in close touch with the Prime Minister, Winston Churchill throughout the war and both had to be dissuaded from landing with the troops in Normandy on D-Day! The post-war years of his reign were ones of great social change and saw the start of the National Health Service. The whole country flocked to the Festival of Britain held in London in 1951, 100 years after the Great Exhibition during Victoria's reign.

ELIZABETH II 1952 -
Elizabeth Alexandra Mary, or ‘Lilbet’ to close family, was born in London on 21 April 1926. Like her parents, Elizabeth was heavily involved in the war effort during the Second World War, serving in the women's branch of the British Army known as the Auxiliary Territorial Service, training as a driver and mechanic. Elizabeth and her sister Margaret anonymously joined the crowded streets of London on VE Day to celebrate the end of the war. She married her cousin Prince Philip, Duke of Edinburgh, and they had four children: Charles, Anne, Andrew and Edward. When her father George VI died, Elizabeth became Queen of seven Commonwealth countries: the United Kingdom, Canada, Australia, New Zealand, South Africa, Pakistan, and Ceylon (now known as Sri Lanka). Elizabeth’s coronation in 1953 was the first to be televised, serving to increase popularity in the medium and doubling television license numbers in the UK.The huge popularity of the royal wedding in 2011 between the Queen’s grandson, Prince William and the commoner Kate Middleton, now the Duke and Duchess of Cambridge, reflected the high profile of the British Monarchy at home and abroad. 2012 was also an important year for the royal family, as the nation celebrated the Queen's Diamond Jubilee, her 60th year as Queen.
On 9th September 2015, Elizabeth became Britain's longest serving monarch, ruling longer than her great-great grandmother Queen Victoria who reigned for 63 years and 216 days. Congratulations Ma'am; God Save the Queen!

Metaphors
Definition of Metaphor

Metaphor is a figure of speech that makes an implicit, implied, or hidden comparison between two things that are unrelated, but which share some common characteristics. In other words, a resemblance of two contradictory or different objects is made based on a single or some common characteristics.

In simple English, when you portray a person, place, thing, or an action as being something else, even though it is not actually that “something else,” you are speaking metaphorically. 

For example, the phrase, “My brother is the black sheep of the family,” is a metaphor because he is not a sheep, nor is he black. However, we can use this comparison to describe an association of a black sheep with that person. A black sheep is an unusual animal, which typically stays away from the herd, and the person being described shares similar characteristics.

Furthermore, a metaphor develops a comparison that is different from a simile, in that we do not use “like” or “as” to develop a comparison in a metaphor. It actually makes an implicit or hidden comparison and not an explicit one.

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We use Icons
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The word "icon" is derived from the Greek word eikon, meaning likeness or portrait. It was adopted by the computer world in the early 1980's as a means to help users find desired programs on their computer. While many icons are direct graphic renderings of company names, such as Apple's bitten apple icon (which quietly alludes to the Book of Genesis), programs such as Windows Movie Maker often use the image of something directly associated with the content, in this case a film reel (though the Maker cannot  celluloid film!). If you look around, you'll find many icons are actually carefully chosen metaphors, such as WinAmp's lightning bolt or Nero's flame. An icon is a program's tatooed face in a software crowd, conveying an individual message about itself that can be recognized instantly.

COMMON Nouns,

COLLECTIVE  Nouns and 

ABSTRACT Nouns.

A COMMON NOUN 

refers to any  one of a number of things of the same kind, such as as:  “man”, “country”, “lake” or “cloud”.  “Common” comes from a Latin word meaning “shared by several”. 

A PROPER NOUN 

is a name for one particular thing.  “Proper” comes from a Latin word meaning “own”.   (Think of property;  somebody owns the property.)  Thus a Proper noun can be given to only one thing at a time; it is an owned name.  A Proper noun begins with a capital letter, as “John”, “Australia”.

A COLLECTIVE NOUN  

You might not know it, but you encounter collective nouns in everyday speech. Collective nouns are words for single things that are made up of more than one person, animal, place, thing, or idea. You can’t have a team without individual members; even so, we discuss a team as a single entity.
A Collective Noun is a name for a group of similar things,  the group forming one complete whole.  Example:  “There are many sheep in the field but there is only one flock of sheep.”  In this sentence sheep is a Common noun, because it may stand for any one and every  one sheep, but flock is a Collective noun, as it stands for all the sheep at once, and not for any one sheep  on its own.

An ABSTRACT NOUN 

is the name given to something which has no substance, that is, to something which  cannot be seen, heard, touched, smelled or tasted.  Examples are “poverty”,  “humility”,  “goodness”,  “laughter” and “hardness”.

We know that a stone is hard.  We know that iron is hard.  We know that a brick is hard.  We can speak of hardness as being a quality apart from the stone, the iron, and the brick, or any other object having the same quality.  We can put our hands on the stone, the iron and  the brick,, but there is nothing to see or touch when we think of hardness.  We can go to the store and buy some stones or bricks or iron, but we cannot buy any hardness  as it does not exist.  We can think of stones and iron and bricks as having substance, whereas hardness has no substance.  So, hardness is called an abstract noun.

Other examples are:  childhood, kingship, service, sight, fear, hope - and so on 

The following words are all nouns, as they refer to the names of PERSONS:

Tom. Dick. Harry, Jenny, Joan, Jean, Kenneth, William, Thomas, Ronald, Rita, Reg.

These nouns all begin with a capital letter, which shows they  are owned by somebody; they refer to a particular person, not just to anyone in general.

Words such as   man, woman, boy, girl, lad, lass, child, baby, person, people, are also nouns, but they are not owned by any particular person; the names are common to many people.  So these words are all common nouns.
Note especially that the names are words, not persons.  It is the words that are nouns, not the persons.

Abstract nouns are words that name things that are not concrete. Your five physical senses cannot detect an abstract noun 
 you can’t see it, smell it, taste it, hear it, or touch it. In essence, an abstract noun is a quality, a concept, an idea, or maybe even an event.

Abstract nouns and concrete nouns are usually defined in terms of one another. Something that is abstract exists only in the mind, while something that is concrete can be interacted with in a physical way. Qualities, relationships, theories, conditions, and states of being are some examples of the types of things abstract nouns define.

But names such as Swan River, Commonwealth Bank, Mount Everest,  Morrison Road, are Proper nouns, as the names refer to particular things;  they are owned names.

The following words are all nouns because they refer to the names of THINGS.

They are all nouns; each one names something:   chair, table, dishes, computer, knife, meal, car, dog, garden, cloud, flower, tree.  These names are all called Common nouns.

Few practices of the Catholic Church are so misunderstood today as devotion to patron saints. From the earliest days of the Church, groups of the faithful (families, parishes, regions, countries) have chosen a particularly holy person who has passed on to intercede for them with God. Seeking the intercession of a patron saint does not mean that one cannot approach God directly in prayer; rather, it's like asking a friend to pray for you to God, while you also pray—except, in this case, the friend is already in Heaven, and can pray to God for us without ceasing. It's the communion of saints, in actual practice.

Intercessors, Not Mediators
Some Christians argue that patron saints detract from the emphasis on Christ as our Savior. Why approach a mere man or woman with our petitions when we can approach Christ directly? But that confuses Christ's role as mediator between God and man with the role of intercessor. Scripture urges us to pray for one another; and, as Christians, we believe that those who have died still live, and therefore are capable of offering prayers as we do.

In fact, the holy lives lived by the saints are themselves testimony to the saving power of Christ, without Whom the saints could not have risen above their fallen nature.

The History of Patron Saints
The practice of adopting patron saints goes back to the building of the first public churches in the Roman Empire, most of which were built over the graves of martyrs. The churches were then given the name of the martyr, and the martyr was expected to act as an intercessor for the Christians who worshiped there.

Soon, Christians began to dedicate churches to other holy men and women—saints—who were not martyrs. Today, we still place some relic of a saint inside the altar of each church, and we dedicate that church to a patron. That's what it means to say that your church is St. Mary's or St. Peter's or St. Paul's.

How Patron Saints Are Chosen
Thus, the patron saints of churches, and more broadly of regions and countries, have generally been chosen because of some connection of that saint to that place—he had preached the Gospel there; he had died there; some or all of his relics had been transferred there. As Christianity spread to areas with few martyrs or canonized saints, it became common to dedicate a church to a saint whose relics were placed in it or who was especially venerated by the founders of the church. Thus, in the United States, immigrants often chose as patrons the saints that had been venerated in their native lands.

Patron Saints for Occupations
As the Catholic Encyclopedia notes, by the Middle Ages, the practice of adopting patron saints had spread beyond churches to "the ordinary interests of life, his health, and family, trade, maladies, and perils, his death, his city, and country. The whole social life of the Catholic world before the Reformation was animated with the idea of protection from the citizens of heaven." Thus, Saint Joseph became the patron saint of carpenters; Saint Cecilia, of musicians; etc. Saints were usually chosen as patrons of occupations that they had actually held or that they had patronized during their lives.

Patron Saints for Diseases
The same is true of patron saints for diseases, who often suffered from the malady assigned to them or cared for those who did. Sometimes, though, martyrs were chosen as the patron saints of diseases which were reminiscent of their martyrdom. Thus, Saint Agatha, who was martyred c. 250, was chosen as the patron of those with diseases of the breast since her breasts were cut off when she refused marriage to a non-Christian.

Often, such saints are chosen too as a symbol of hope. The legend of Saint Agatha attests that Christ appeared to her as she lay dying and restored her breasts that she might die whole.

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Possessive Case or Genitive

The Possessive (or Genitive) is the case which denotes the owner or possessor, e.g. Uncle's bicycle; ladies' hats; children's toys. The Possessive Case is very important. Study the following rules.

Rules for forming the Possessive Case

The Possessive Case of Nouns is formed by adding 's (apostrophe s) to the singular: 

e.g. The boy's ball; The child's toys; The man's hat.

If the plural ends in s the apostrophe only is added, e.g. The boys' ball.

If the plural does not end in s then the apostrophe s ('s) must be added: e.g. The children's toys; The men's hats.

With abstract nouns ending in ss or ce the apostrophe only is added. These are usually found in such phrases as for goodness' sake; for righteousness' sake; for conscience' sake.

The sign of the possessive is put on the last word of—

Compound Nouns: e.g. He lives at his father-in-law's house.

Nouns in apposition: e.g. Rover, the parlour-keeper's dog, bit a customer.

Nouns followed by a qualifying phrase: e.g. The Duke of Windsor's memoirs.

As regards English Names note the following: We say Jones's birthday but the Joneses' residence.

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Senses The five or gateways of knowledge are 

1. Seeing, sight

2. Hearing, hearing

3. Feeling, touch

4. Smelling, smell

5. Tasting. taste

Our senses allow us to learn, to protect ourselves, to enjoy our world. Can you imagine what it might be like to live your life without any of your senses? The senses usually work together to give us a clear picture of the things around us. If one sense is not working due to an accident or illness, then other senses will take over or become stronger to make up for the missing sense.

1. Sight

Our sense of sight is all dependent upon our eyes. A lensat the front of the eyeball helps to focus images onto the retina at the back of the eye. The retina is covered with two types of light sensitive cells 
 the cones and therods. The cones allow us to see color and the rods allow us to see better at night and also aid us in our peripheral vision. All of this information is sent to the brain along the optic nerve.

The images sent are actually upside down and our brain makes sense of what it receives by turning the image right side up. The brain also uses the images from two eyes to create a 3D(three dimensional) image. This allows us to perceive depth.

Some people are not able to tell red colors from green colors. This is called color blindness. Others, through injury or other conditions, have little to no sight at all. 

2. Hearing

Our ears, which help us hear, are made of two separate parts: theouter ear and the inner ear. The outer ear is the part that others see. It works like a cup to catch sound as it travels past our heads. This part is made ofcartilage and skin.From here, sound travels to the tympanic membrane and then onto the inner ear via the three smallest bones in your body. The inner ear is also called the cochlea and is a spiral shaped tube which translates vibrations into sound and sends that message to the brain through the auditory nerve. The brain uses the sounds from both the left and the right ear to determine distance and direction of sounds.

Some people who are unable to hear rely on sign language for communication. This is done by using their hands and body language to communicate with others. 

3. Touch

The sense of touch is spread through the whole body. Nerve endings in the skin and in other parts of the body send information to the brain. There are four kinds of touch sensations that can be identified: cold, heat, contact, and pain. Hair on the skin increase the sensitivity and can act as an early warning system for the body. The fingertips have a greaterconcentration of nerve endings.

People who are blind can use their sense of touch to read Braillewhich is a kind of writing that uses a series of bumps to represent different letters of the alphabet. Want to learn more about Braille?

Our skin is the largest organ in our body and contains the most nerve endings. Here's a diagram of the skin.

4. Smell

Our nose is the organ that we use to smell. The inside of the nose is lined with something called themucous membranes. Thesemembranes have smell receptorsconnected a special nerve, called the olfactory nerve. Smells are made of fumes of various substances. The smell receptors react with the molecules of these fumes and then send these messages to the brain. Our sense of smell is capable of identifying seven types of sensations. These are put into these categories: camphor, musk, flower, mint, ether, acrid, or putrid. The sense of smell is sometimes lost for a short time when a person has a cold. Dogs have a more sensitive sense of smell than man.

In addition to being the organ for smell, the nose also cleans the air we breathe and impacts the sound of our voice. Try plugging your nose while you talk.

Smell is also an aide in the ability to taste.

5. Taste

Our sense of taste comes from the taste buds on our tongue. These buds are also calledpapillae (say: puh-pih-lee). But, the sense of smell also affects our taste.

The tongue is only able to taste four separate flavors: salty, sweet, sour and bitter. But, you might ask, how come different sweet foods taste different if there are only four flavors? That's because your favorite candy might be a combination of sweet and salty. And the chips in your chocolate chip cookie could be a combination of sweet and bitter. Everything you taste is one or more combinations of these four flavors.

Not only can your tongue taste, but it also picks up texture and temperature in your food like creamy, crunchy, hot or dry.

Your tongue is also one of the strongest muscles in your body and is able to heal from injury more quickly than other parts of your body. We also need our tongue to produce certain sounds when we speak.

The Four Elements {Ancient) are 

· fire, Fire is both hot and dry.
· water, Water is both cold and wet.
· air, Air is both hot and wet (for air is like vapor, ἀτμὶς).

· earth. Earth is both cold and dry.
