1. Who started the Internet?
J.C.R. Licklider of MIT, first proposed a global network of computers in 1962 and moved over to the Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency (DARPA) in late 1962. Leonard Kleinrock of MIT and later UCLA developed the theory of packet switching, which was to form the basis of Internet connections. 
2. Explain the original purpose and development of the Internet

The Internet began in the United States in the early 1960’s, developed by The Department of Defence’s Advanced Research Association (ARPA). It was used as a small network to allow the sharing of information between the military and scientific researchers. This network was called the ARPANET and was enhanced to survive a military attack from an enemy. It achieved this by maintaining communication even if one or more of the computers became unavailable. The system was based on a set of standard rules called protocol that defined how computers would communicate. The military became concerned that the increased use of the network may jeopardise national security and decided to sever its links with the ARPANET. This enabled the expansion of the internet for initiate commercial use.

3. Identify three types of users of the Internet

Scientific researchers and university academics use the Internet for distributing, searching and retrieving files and articles, corresponding via email and providing educational sites involving audio, visual and interactive capabilities.

Business organisations use internal but also access the Internet to communicate nationwide or worldwide. They promote business ideas and concepts, advertise and trade goods and services as well as keeping an eye on the competition. 

Governments distribute documents such as recent policy development, legislation and parliamentary transcripts.

· World Wide Web (WWW): The World Wide Web (WWW) is a global information system of interlinked hypertext documents which users can read and write via computers connected to the Internet.

· E-mail: Electronic mail, most commonly abbreviated email or e-mail, is a method of exchanging digital messages.

· Mailing lists: A collection of names and addresses used by an individual or an organization to send material to multiple recipients.

· Internet Relay Chat (IRC): A form of real-time Internet text messaging (chat) or synchronous conferencing
· File transfer protocol (FTP): Is a standard network protocol used to copy a file from one host to another over a TCP/IP-based network, such as the Internet. 

· Electronic commerce: Commonly known as e-commerce or eCommerce,or e-business consists of the buying and selling of products or services over electronic systems such as the Internet and other computer networks.

ENEMY OF THE STATE

Robert Clayton Dean (Will Smith) is a lawyer with a wife and family whose happily normal life is turned upside down after a chance meeting with a college buddy (Jason Lee) at a lingerie shop. Unbeknownst to the lawyer, he's just been burdened with a videotape of a congressman's assassination. Hot on the tail of this tape is a ruthless group of National Security Agents commanded by a belligerently ambitious fed named Reynolds (Jon Voight). Using surveillance from satellites, bugs, and other sophisticated snooping devices, the NSA infiltrates every facet of Dean's existence, tracing each physical and digital footprint he leaves. Driven by acute paranoia, Dean enlists the help of a clandestine former NSA operative named Brill (Gene Hackman), and Enemy of the State kicks into high-intensity hyper drive. 
Teaming up once again with producer Jerry Bruckheimer, Top Gun director Tony Scott demonstrates his glossy style with clever cinematography and breakneck pacing. Will Smith proves that there's more to his success than a brash sense of humour, giving a versatile performance that plausibly illustrates a man cracking under the strain of paranoid turmoil. Hackman steals the show by essentially reprising his role from The Conversation--just imagine his memorable character Harry Caul some 20 years later. Most of all, the film's depiction of high-tech surveillance is highly convincing and dramatically compelling, making this a cautionary tale with more substance than you'd normally expect from a Scott-Bruckheimer action extravaganza.

Phishing typically involves fraudulent bulk e-mail messages that guide recipients to legitimate-looking but fake Web sites and try to get them to supply personal information like account passwords.

Pharming tampers with the domain-name server system so that traffic to a Web site is secretly redirected to a different site altogether, even though the browser seems to be displaying the Web address you wanted to visit.
