1. Privacy

Your answer: The ability of an individual or group to seclude themselves or information about themselves and thereby reveal themselves selectively.
2. Piracy

Your answer: The unauthorized use or reproduction of copyrighted or patented material
3. Intellectual property

Your answer: intangible property that is the result of creativity (such as patents or trademarks or copyrights)

4. Copyright

Your answer: refers to laws that regulate the use of the work of a creator, such as an artist or author.
5. Plagiarism

Your answer: the unauthorized use or close imitation of the language and thoughts of another author and the representation of them as one's own original work. 

6. What is  the digital divide?

Your answer: The digital divide refers to the gap between people who possess regular access to technology, (such as computers and their related functions like ability to get on the Internet), and those who do not have this access.

7. What is a database?
Your answer: describes any of various means to encode a database model (most commonly a table) as a single file (such as .txt or .ini).

	Description

	DSL
	Digital Subscriber Line: a family of technologies that provides digital data transmission over the wires of a local telephone network.

	ADSL
	Asymmetric Digital Subscriber Line: is one form of the DSL technology, a data communications technology that enables faster data transmission over copper telephone lines than a conventional voiceband modem can provide.

	ISDN
	Integrated Services Digital Network: is digital transmission over the ordinary telephone service.

	Wireless Routers
	Are devices used to direct traffic flow between local computers networked together, through radio wave technology.

	Bridge Devices
	Is a hardware device that is used to connect LANs so that they can exchange data.

	Routers
	A router is a device used to direct traffic flow between local computers networked together, either via Ethernet cabling, or through radio wave technology.

	Communication protocol
	Communication between devices require that the devices agree on the format of the data. It is a set of rules defining a format

Workplace Relations Act

Your answer:
· Employees are guaranteed the basic rate of pay for their classification as specified in the applicable Pay Scale. Employees not covered by a Pay Scale are guaranteed the Federal Minimum Wage (except for a junior, trainee or employee with disability, as defined in the Workplace Relations Act).

· The Workplace Relations Act contains provisions protecting employees from losing their job unfairly (unfair dismissal) or because of a prohibited reason (unlawful termination).

· The Workplace Relations Act also defines the circumstances in which union officials have a right of entry into workplaces and empowers the Australian Industrial Relations Commission to deal with abuses of the right of entry system.

· the Workplace Relations Act contains safeguards to protect against disputes between unions (demarcation disputes) that might impede business operations.

· The Workplace Relations Act recognises a legitimate role for unions and employer organisations. Freedom of association laws ensure that an employer cannot dismiss an employee because he or she is, or is not, a member of a union.

	Graphics Interchange Format

	Tiff
	Tagged Image File Format (abbreviated TIFF) is a file format for storing images, including photographs and line art

	Jpeg
	Named after the Joint Photographic Experts Group who created the standard) is a commonly used method of lossy compression for photographic images. The degree of compression can be adjusted, allowing a selectable trade-off between storage size and image quality

	Bmp
	The BMP file format, sometimes called bitmap or DIB file format (for device-independent bitmap), is an image file format used to store bitmap digital images, especially on Microsoft Windows and OS/2 operating systems


19. Explain creating a transparent background on an image

Your answer: Add a transparent area to a picture

If the picture does not have a transparent area, you can make one. You can create a transparent area in most pictures.

1. Select the picture that you want to create transparent areas in.

2. On the Picture toolbar (toolbar: A bar with buttons and options that you use to carry out commands. To display a toolbar, press ALT and then SHIFT+F10.), click Set Transparent Color [image: image1.png]


.

3. In the picture, click the color you want to make transparent.

 Notes 
· The Set Transparent Color option is available for bitmap (bitmap: A picture made from a series of small dots, much like a piece of graph paper with certain squares filled in to form shapes and lines. When stored as files, bitmaps usually have the extension .bmp.) pictures that don't already have transparency information. It's also available for some, but not all, clip art (clip art: A single piece of ready-made art, often appearing as a bitmap or a combination of drawn shapes.).

· To create a transparent area in an animated GIF (animated GIF: A file that contains a series of Graphics Interchange Format (GIF) images that are displayed in rapid sequence by some Web browsers to produce an animated effect.), use an animated GIF editing program, and then insert the file again
