Items highlighted in yellow are tasks for you to complete
Items in Blue italics are help tips

Students or teacher, Bring in a selection of fruit, a table cloth, and a bowl or alternative…(I have used pens and pencils)
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Students take a photograph of the bowl of fruit after arranging the shot themselves, but some fruit must sit outside the bowl. NOTE: It does not need to be Fruit I sometimes used pens and pencils.

Students can use Mobile phones as cameras, but camera preferred.

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1 shot with flash

1 shot without flash, 

1 shot with lowest image quality 

1 shot with highest image quality 
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Using Photoshop or image software, students load their images onto their computer and list image information for each image
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  show info for each shot

Undertake re-touching to enhance their photography use the Photoshop Worksheet APS101 Photoshop Selections.doc to show how to enhance photos, start by using the fruit.jpg image then let students work on their own photos.

1. Students will improve quality of poorest image

2. Will duplicate one item from a photograph and paste it into same or other image

3. Will clone one item and paste onto same image 

4. Will clean up one image i.e remove flash shadow.

Working on the Fruit.jpg  

Part 1 Selections & Layers
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1. Open the file Fruit.jpg and duplicate the layer as follows: 

2. Duplicate the image  Image | Duplicate (Image | Duplicate).
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Put both images side by side
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Next we will duplicate (copy) the background copy of one of these images.

This is the image you can work on and save to your folder as Fruit_surname.jpg or MyFruit.jpg (surname = your surname)

DO NOT SAVE as Fruit.jpg

Click on Window Layers if it is not visible or press F7 

4. [image: image20.png]


Drag the background to the new layer button at the bottom of the layers window
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Note: always duplicate the background layer whenever possible.

5. Now apply the following selections: 

6. Make both images 150% or so that they both fit on the screen side by side

The left side is where we will make our changes

7. Select the corner where there are some marks

8. Select tool. Rectangular Marquee
9. Drag the marquee over the damaged area 
10. Filter | Noise | Dust & Scratches (Filter | Noise | Dust and scratches).
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11. Set the field Radius (radius) of 16. Set the field Threshold (Threshold) of 12
12. Click OK. The defect will be eliminated.
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13. Deselect the running ants (CMD + D)
Next we will select the leaf and place a copy elsewhere

Use a square marquee to select the leaf at the bottom right of the picture.
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14. Copy  using the shortcut key 

15. CTRL + C and 

16. paste using CTRL +V

Notice a new layer has appeared...  Name this leaf 1

Notice you cannot see the new leaf (it is sitting directly over the original leaf)
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Use the pointer tool and drag the new leaf to a new location
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17. The new leaf is sitting on top of the original leaf, so move the pointer tool over the leaf and drag to one side.                                                                                         [image: image11.wmf]
Help Note: The first image will sit on top of the leaf so move it with the pointer tool if you CTRL +V (Paste again the next image will appear in the centre of the screen).

You can use the add to selection to create more interesting selections


Select the peach then click on add to selection and select the next peach with a rectangle marquee 

Continue with Photoshop worksheet  Etc….
Photoshop: make various selections, add more layers, use levels or curves, use sharpening, sponge - saturate/desaturate, rubber stamp (Clone tool)

Now work on your photos.
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
